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It is difficuit to renhm that soch a man
a8 Thaddens Btevens has ceased to be among
the forms of terrestrial life and secular acti-
vity. So instinet was his whole being with
the ns of the visible and breathing
world, so passionately informed with the
hopes and hates, the sims and struggles that
go on, without cuslns. upon the fretfal
scene of b bounded by the
earthly horizon, that the mind cannot readily
grasp the fuet that be bas made his exit
from the scene, that this remarkable, and
in some sense formiduble incarnation of
flerce, unresting, remorseless energy is mow
still forever in thesleep of death. There was
something in his nature, a8 there is in all such
natures, which seemed to defy the subtle
agencies of decay and dissolution. But, in
spite of his defiant and haughty will they con-
quered him. After flickering for months,
flashing np now and then with preternatural
glow, his vital flame at length flickered out.
The vame of Thaddeuns Stevens no longer des-
ignates one of the most important actors in a
politieal drama of unsurpassed interest. He
is not now a political leader or a political op-
pouent ; be belongs to history, and that will
judge him.

Mr, Stevens was born in Caledonia county,
Vermont, April 4, 1792, He graduated at
Dartmouth College, and removed to Pennsyl-
vania in 1814, After teaching sehool for a
trief period he was admitted to the bar, and
practiced law with success and distinetion for
a number of years. He wns n member of the
Pennsylvania Legislature in 1533, 1834, 1835,
1837 and 1841 ; was a member of the Constitu-
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canal commissioner in 1535, md removed to

Lancaster, which continued t3 be thereafter
bis residence, in 1842, From the Lancaster
district he was electad to the 31st, 32d, 30th,
37th, 36th, 30th and 40th Congress, where he
persisted in performing the functions of a re-
presentative and a political leader and organ-
izer up to the time of his death. During this
period he was successively a Whig, a Free
Soiler and a Radieal Republican.

This is not the place to speak fully and un-
reservedly of the late political eourse of Mr.
Btevens. It may be remarked, however, that
thoroughly as Demoerats and conservatives
have detested him ‘hs a politician, they have
felt towards him a certain respect which no
other Radical of like prominence eould com-
mand. Others sought to cover their bad pro-
pensities and cruel designs with some sort of
hypoceritical cant. But he scorned disguise,
and made no effort to seem better than he
Wi,

T he loss to the Radical canse by the death
of Mr. Stevens is great almost beyond eom-
putation. He was the congressional head of
the party—itaboldest and its shrewdest leader,
