The p ]
velome terminates ‘with an inquiry into the
structnral pature of the federal Unionm, the
conflict of idess which led toa ecollision of
arms, and the character of the war thus -
duced. The consideration of the conduct of
the war on both sides in its relation to consti-
tutional principles, with its final results npon
the American system of free government, is
reserved for another volume,

We confess that the impression made npon
us by s0 much of the work as is now before
us is a wery faverable disappointment
Highly as we estimated Mr. Stephens's intel-
lectoal ¥igor and political erudition, we had
fenred kst he had undertaken an eaterprise
which, if not beyond his grasp of thought or
of resenrch, would prove too much for his
practical discrimination, skill and facility in
authorship. But in none of these does he
seemmn at fault.  His management of the collo-
quisl style suggests an honorable comparison
with the examples of Cicero and Plato, but
not & servile or pedsntic imitation of those
models,  He lays before the reader a ruuning
cominentsry on the constitutional origin and
constitutional history of the federal govern-
meént, in a manner rarely easy and attractiva,
The effect of the colloguies is at once critioal
and expository, accompanied by ample and
apposite gaotations and exewmplifications. In
his sketches of the leading statesmen of what
may be, in coutrast with the present period,
distinguished s the constitutional epoch, Me,
Stepliensis rewarkably felicitous. This is espe-
cially true of the trentment of the intellestual
and roral gualities of Clay, Webster and Cal-
houn. There are few instances of as much
vividness with as little exaggeration as thess
portraitures exbhibit,

A very notable fuct in the history of opin-
ion given by Mr. Stephens, is that the minds
of ull those public wen who, by pre-cwinence,
may be called constitutional statesmen, no
watter how widely they may have diffored in
the first instance from Mr. Calhoun's States’
rights doctrine, gravitated ultimately by
logical instinet to the explicit or wirtual ad-
mission of the doctrine as the only one afford-
ing a guarantes of a constitutional Union
und of constitutional liberty. Mr, Stephens
himself, who was not, forwerly, an avowed
disciple of Mr. Calboun, now seems to pay
this sort of involantary tribute to the genins
of the great Carolinian whom he confesses to
bLave been, after Mr, Jefferson, the most
philosophical and profound of American states-
men,  Eventsare bearing the same testimony
to the soundness and value of Mr. Calboun's
theory of the federal Constitution, as a com-
puct between sovereign and coequal States,
e PRI v soniderntions in
ized not only to enact laws for the Union, bat
to put such laws in execntion. The consoli-
dationists have illogically and arbitrarily
stretched this peenliarity so as to cover up
State sovereiguty and State consent, and to
obliterate ull constitutional lmitations to the
power of the federal government. Tha result
is before us—central despotism. It is im-
pessible to be otherwise while constitutional
government, as understood by Washington,
Jefferson, Madison, Callioun, is repadiated,
and the principle of eentral coercion is su-
preme,  Logic is inexorable,

TEE RIVER A GREAT BEWER.

The agitation of the project for removing
the stock landing and the slaughter houses
from Jefferson City, on the ground that the
avimal refuse from these places defiles tha
river in front of the city to such an extent as
to be revolting to the senses and prejudicial
to health, is calenlated to suggest sowe in-
teresting reflections, The Mississippi has
been written about in the light of & great
commercial artery, of a great agrienltural
draip, end in every other conceivable light
but that of & great continental sewer. And
yet, of all the offices which it performs, none
is move obvions than this, Without purposing
here to discuss the justice and expediency of
removing the stock landing and the slanghter-
Louses from their present site, we may ob-
serve that the main wrgument adduced in fn-
vor of the proposition is one which, logically
extended, amounts to nothing less than a pro-
test ngainst the Mississippi in its fonetion of
sewor, not for New Orlesns alone, but also for
vearly all the citics of the West and the
Southwest—in faet, every city, town, vil
lags, settlement, habitation for man or
beast contained in that vast area known as
the valley of the Mississippi, For the river
is the great receiving drain for all parts
of this immense witer-shed. It is the
eloaea marima into which empties, by innu-
werable econduits, all the imutilized refnse
over n territory stretching from the A lleghany
to the Roeky Mouutains, and from Lake Sq-
perior to the Gulf of Mexico. If thisisan
evil, what is the remedy? Without pretend-
ing to give am exhaustive answer, we way
safely say that no perfect remedy, in the sense
of a perfect preventive, is humanly possible
And we may also safely say that the river, in
the character of a recipient and & discharger
of refuse, is by no means an absolute evil, but,
on the contraxy, is relatively a great blessing,
Every river, or, in more general phlirase, every
natural stream of water on the earth’s surfice,
belongs to an invaluable system of natural
sewerage, The civilized world, with its
erowded populations, andits countless work~
sbips, and its terrible wear and waste, may be
regarded as an immense Augean stable im-
possible to be cleansed except by the Her-

It follows that every stream
must bold, in solution or in erude form, more

or less of filthy and waste matters. Bnch
Biufl comes to rivess by the same law which

must be in some measure defiled. Bat it is
not impossible largely to reduce this measure
without detriment. to human ecleanliness and
beslth, and with much angmentation of the re-
of h baist To do this
men must imitate Nature's laboratory where,
in endless round, reproduction is evolved
from decay. The refuse of London and Paris
which now o pollutes the Thames and the
Seine that fish cannot live in those rivers, if
given by mechanical and ch I contrivance
to agriculture, would be able to feed London
and Paris. Much the greater part, doubtless,
of this waste couid be prevented. And
the same remark applies to every other
place where economy has not extended to
the utmost the utilization of refuse. The dili-
gence with which this branch of economy is
practiced in China accounts for the enormons
population and the sustained productive
power of that country. The great material
problem which the science of the Western na-
tions is called to solve is to give to agriculture,
without detriment to cleanliness and health,
animal waste that had its source in agricul-
ture, or an equivilent. For lack of such re-
storetion some of the once fertile regions of
the old world are now almost barren and de-
poyulated, The amonnt of life-sustaining
elements washed into the sea through the
Mississippi is incaleulable. The agricaltural
richness of the great valley suffersin this way
annuslly & frightful subtraction; and extraor-
divary as that richness is, science must at
length come to the resene of agriculturs, with
adequate means of compensation, or the pro-
-cess must result in wide spread disaster.

A friend of ours, recently returned from &
trip in the interior of Missouri, gives us some
account of the condition of affuirs there, The
enthasinsm wherever be has been is intense
over Beymour and Blair ; Democratio clubs
exist everywhere, and no town or village is
without its liberty pole, from which float the
names of our chempions.
