Twenly foar hours—the day and
night—are marked oun ‘he dial, lustead of twelve,
for the clock fullows the sun., When the night
comes the face of the dial becomes black, jut as
the n'ght is, an# when the day approsches It
torns 1ts great white face out to meet the light
You can tell from it what time the sun rises, and
at what hour be will set.

tertained their Austrisn rulers, sod deliberated
upon the polifies! events of the sge. In the great
wquare in frout, the tournaments of the old chival-
ry were beld. Boliemia had a blind king then,
John of Luxemburg. After having foaght many
battles, he came into the lists of a tournamant oue
day, in this very square, and was unhorsed by au-
other knight, whose lance was longer aad whose
arm was stronger than his. We lmsgioe we hear
the lndies clapping their bands aod cheering the
suceessiul koight, and then the queer old clock
strikivg the hour of the king's defeat. Then. s
few yesrs later, in this very sgusre, io full view
of the dial, eleven officers of noble rank were he-
hended becense they bad ron away from the battie-
field of Lutzen. But the old clock witnessed
apother territle sight about thia time—one which
ia connected with oor own history and belief. It
was in 162], sfter the.banle of White Hill, where
Rotnanistu tiiumphed over Protestantism. Twenty

reven persons—some of them of noble rank—were
then exeouied, to appense the wrath of the con-
queror.  The beads of the poor victims werastnok
upon the gate tower, 8 little way down the street.
The grim skeleton tolled the bells for their death,
and e miser and saints appeared on the tower
then, as we bave jost scen them to-day. Thera is
probably pet s clock-face in the world that has
reen so much. For tour hundred years it has
tmned its face dully to se¢ the sun rise. I fear
that, among all cur skiliful mechanioa to-day,
there i« ot one that could maks such & wondrous
clock, or one that would lust half so long.

GeoRor Prasont.—An soslysis of Mr. Pea-
body's character would show elements not often
united, He porsesses nncommen geniality, eom-
bined with & digoity that never unbends; lavish
expenditure of money united to almost parsimo-
pious thrift; tolerance of the opinioss of others,
mingled with oppesite convictiona of the most
posilive nature. Ele bas had two objects in view
in the course of his life —wealth and distinction—
and though his generostty has ecoflicted with the
one, and bis indMerence to popular opinion with
the other, he has atiained them both. o the
common acceptation of the term he has nevar
been o religivus man, belonging to no charch,
coptributing to no religious charitiea per so, and
seldom attending divine service. Indeed, some
of hia most agreeable parties were given on Ban-
days, when, baving invited from twelve to twenty
congenial friends. and taking sn omnibus from
White Horse Cellar, the summer day wonid be
spent in strolling throagh the gurdens and plctars
galieries of Hampton Court, and the evening at a
samp'nons dinner on Richmond Hill. And yet ho
has lll':;l exprossed F.l respact for the losti-
taticns of rehgion, sn smm himsalf & firm
believer 1o the cerdinal.doctrines of the Congre
gational Charch, in which he was brought up.
Indeed, few med bave better exemp the
principles of Chrisbasity in daily life. Trathfol
to exsciness, hooest in every transaction, famifal
to duty, charitable, gentle, firm in adherence to
right, free from the vices common to men of
sffiuence, unselfish. stern in rebuke of wrong,
prompt in assistasce to merit, pever provoked
into use of profane language, sud disgoun-
tenancing it in others, he bas been an example to
masny men of londer professions.
