Efp !:p street, filled with spectators, bril-

lisstly fiominated, marebed the Democracy of
New Orleavs ; ond the people were resdy for
them. The same Impalse which had actuated the
Creoles urged the Americans to dispiay their love
of the cause. Many stores had their windows
brilliantly illamicated sod their fronts decorated
with trapsparencies. From the offize of the Mor-
gan line of steamers, just above Gravier street, &
pope had been extended to the house opposite,
and from it hung flags snd pecnants lnnumerable.
Many of \he private resldences wore handsomely
Slaminated, xod in their decoration & vast deal of
taste wan deplayed, and the ladies were as nuo-
mercus apd enthusiastic as their Creolo -sistara.
The galleries seemed but rows of fower.
bedi, snd the puzzled speeators in their
contemplation, was bewildersd in the attempt to
decide upon the most besutiful one. The stresta
were a: full and the enthosinsm as great as in the
lower part of tha city. Prytania street was a re-
petition, and Woskiogton and Magazine strosts
told the same story. All slong these atreets the
private dwelliogs were illumiosted, and in many
ipstances the designs wers very beautifol. To
particularize is simply impossible ; as soon might
we sttempt 1o divide s beam of sunshine iolo its
warlous raye aud analyze their separate merits aa
to endeavor to select and bold up for admiration
any one of the eonntiess oferings that were last
pight Iaid on the altar of patrictism, and whoss
e mbired magnificence and beaaty can truly be
compared to paught else bat the bright, health-
giviug beams of the sun,
Scrnes and lucidents,

There were evough able-bodied men miogled
with the immense theongs sl aloog the line of
march to bave formed asother proeession fully aa
pumerons g8 the immerse pageant st which they
gered.

The soda fonptains for squares aroond the
Jocalities where the procession temporsrily balted
were emptied in inoredibly short order by thirsty
Democrats.

Our pelican, which, proudly perched before the
Crescint office, reminded the tho as
Louisiana's fons as they passed of the emblem of
their native State, sppesred to be folly imbued
-with the spirit of the great occasion. A curious
crowd gathered around bim, but the bird's long
bill keps them at & respectiul distance.

The spectacle presented on Canal street, before
and during the stari of the vast colamn of ren,
‘baffies description.

Fireworks shot npward from all
sides, the long lines of sidewalks and baloovies
were not ¢ ded, but absolutely j d with
people : most of the baildings wers decorated
with flery stars, crescents and otber emblems,
while & profosion of flags and banners flutterfd in
the breezes of the night.

Conld a hallnanist from anma Alstant neisbdhaceg
jgnorant of what was really going on, he might
with reason have imagined that the subterranean
gas beds of the Loulsiana lowlsnds had broken
out i flames through the earthy orust, or that
some terrible conflagration bad burst forth and
enveloped the city. But what a glorious spects-
ole wonld it have been in any eveat, viewed from
an altitude of two or three thousand feet.

There was & strange quistade tbroughout the
eify during the day betokening the mpproach of
upiversal excitement in the evening.
