The ciroemstantial expoawre of the coarse

of Stanton, Butler and Grant relative to ex-

change of prisoners, recently made by Mr.

Robert Ould, late Confederate commissioner

of exchange, has proved a terribly tough doe-

ument to the Radical papers. At first they

generally avoided it in the persuasion that no

answer to a damaging accusation is better

than a weak answer. But at length a few of

them, bolder or with different views of dis-

cretion, laid hold of it with the boastful

declaration that they would disarm it of all

its dangerous points. But they were impaled

on these very points, and they are now tl urn-

dering like so many sharks with hooks in
their gullets.

One of the papers which undertook this
fatal task is the Springfield Republican. It

is compelled to admit, in the outset, that

Gen. Grant was responsible for the suffering

and mortality, in 1P64, among the Federal

prisoners at Andersinville and Belle Isle ; for

official evidence, such as would be conclusive
before the highest and most scrupulous

tribunal, clearly shows that it was in
General Grant's power to empty those

prisons in full time to prevent
the melancholy scenes which ensued. This

he could have done in two ways-first, by

accepting the Confederate proposition to

exchange man for man paroling the excess on

either ride; second, by providing timely and

adequate transportation for sick and wounded
priboners which the Confederate authorities
offered to the United States government with-
out equivalents in return. He also refused

to notice Commissioner Ould's offer to receive

surgeons, food, clothing and medicine from

the federal lines to be used exclusively for the

benefit of federal prisoners. His reason for

this course was stated by himself, in an offi-

cial letter written in the early part of 1861,

thus :
On the subject of exchange I differ from Gen.

Hitchcock. It is hard on our men held in South-
ern pI reoua not to exchange them, but it is human-
I y to thl,.e left in the ranks to fight our Iastl.s.
Every man released on parole or otherwise be-
cornes an active soldier against nos at once, either
directly or inodrectly.

The IRepublican may well say that, in com-

ing to this decision, Gen. Grant took a great

responsibility, for it was without precedent in

the history of civilized nations. The act,

logically followed out on both sides, wool I

have introduced into the contest all the need-

less cruelties and aggravations of savage war-

fare. The only light in which the Republican

pretends to present it for justification is that

of "high neceasity" as a military expedient;

and it is precisely in this light that it is seen
to be most atrocious. For in repudiating the

cartel of exchange, an institution established
by the mutual consent of civilized nations to

mitigate the horrors of war, Gen. Grant

assumed that the Confederate enemy would
persistently adhere to the humane observance

of a code which he had peremptorily dis-

carded. His plea of " humanity to those

left in the ranks" is totally fallacious, inas-

much as an equal exchange would not have
changed the relative numbers of the oppoein"

armies. The whole merit of the expedient,

if it had any, could have consisted in nothing

else than the calculation that the Confed-
erate authorities would sacrifice military

policy to considerations of humanity, exactly

reversing the course of the federal comrinu-

der; that they wouldt, indeed, permit the Con-

federacy to be clogged and exhausted by an
accumulation of prisoners, and exposedt to,

fatal disaster in the field, rather than viol ,te

usages of war which the other belligerent ha•d

deliberately blown to the winds. In this

Gen. G(irant paid a singular tribute to the su-

perior civilization and humanity of his enemy.
But. even as an emblodiment of a heartles-

military expediency, he had no warrant in

the circurnmst nces for deciding as he did.
For the moment he revealed the purpost, to

treat his own prisoners as " no mor3 than

dead men," and to embarrass the Confeder-

acy with over crowdedl prison camps, the CnI-

federate authorities had a perfect right to treat

their prisoners as "no more than dead men.,'

and to disembarrass themselves in the mat-

ter of guarding and feeding prisoners in any
manner which they might deem fit.

Gen. Grant, in abshort, when he repudiated

for the purpose indicated the cartel of ex-

change, trampled upon the only institution
of civhlzed warfare which guarantees mercy
