main.

considerable weight. Nor can any salt or base,
held in solution by water, deflect the line of trans-
mission from its parallelism to the eutface of still
water; first, because of the laws of gravitation ;

Mower himself he is a gentleman of
marked reticence. courteous, affable,and not over
inclitird to familiarity. alight in figure, with no
peculiar or stribing indications of mental superi-
ority that would cause him to be remarked by the
observer. lie has a considerable command of
n:riey; hnt of his antecedents he never speaks,
nor will he give any Information at present
thereof.
