THE OCTOBER ELECTIONS.

A day or two before the Maine election the
NSw York Herald had an unusual and violent
at•ack of common sense. It published an
article in which it proved by reference to past
political history, that Radical victories in
Vermont and Maine would be utterly without
significance.
