The bret ae was fresh and braoing last evening.
when the signal was fired at the pier head of the
New Canal for thl start in the sweqatake regatta.
The white-capped waves rushed madly in their
tiny might against the timbers of the wharf
and threw their spray over the bows of the
ethereal yachts, which seemed to be champing
the bit, pawing and reaing, as if they really were
living creatures, impatient fur the contest.

The boats entered were three, all three of the
first class, to wit: X.iphias, twenty-one feetela•ves
inches; G uliola, twentyone feet five inches, and

•)ri ire, . 1 feet nine inches. It was expected
that the IIarbr,'int, the Myjrtle and others would
be entered, but they were unable to procure salt-
able crews to handle their yachts, la the roegh
weather that prevailed at the start. Capt. Bart.
Chamberlain of the Gladiola being unwell, was
not able to sail his yacht. Capt. Clements, of the

iphias, therefore, turned his beautiful craft over
to his second in command, Anson Holly.

('apt. Clements looked like a fish out of water
ao lie stood on the pier with a fowling-piece in his
hand, reasy to give the signal for the start.

At "' minutes after three o'clock, Clements fired
his shot, and the three beautiful boats were off, on
a free sheet, straight for the first stake-beat.
The Xlphb'a had the advantage in the start, hav-
ing the windward position. The Domino was
the first boat under weigh, though there was
hardly a second's time between her and the
Nipbias. The iladiola lost her anchor, it having
fouled, apd was delayed a few seconds. In losing
her anchor she lost all chance in the race, but
still went on. She shortly started with her can-
vas all spread, "and seemed in running to de-
devour the way." The Xiphias kept away to
windward by herself, while her two rivals, as
they turned from the pier, seemed to be lapped
side by side, so closely .id each follow the other's
evolutions. The Xiphias rounded the first
stake at 3.39 20, the Domino at 3.40; the
(;ladiola we lost the tim.ng of. Going about
as they weathered the stake boat away they
flew bowling along at a two-forty pace, the Xip-
hias considerably ahead, the Domino holding her
own, and the Gladiola apparently losing some-
what in her speed. The wind was fitfol. At
3 53.12 the Xtphias rouLded the second stake; at
:;;...5.8 the D)omino, and at 3.56.39 the Gladiola.
From the second stake to the home bat the
course was dead in the wind's eye, and the swift
Ilitle conurers had to tack and tack, away inland, I
and stretch tar out towards Bonfues in order to
cmne in. It was here that Clements' ouequaled
sod instiretive skill and judgment were lacking. i
The Xpbissa either made too long a reach or the
l•k nino hbad better steering way, for the latter
lapped her antagonist on the run home, rounded I
tie home stake first at 4 .' ?C. whilst the Ntphissu
made her time In 4.24.25, and the Gladiola hers in e
42s 19.

At this moment we turned cur eyes upon the
hardy', frank and sun-burnt fI :e of .lohnuy Clem-

nts. No emotion was visible. On the second
rt und, the Gladiola continued in her position as a
hope'ess third, wbtlet the Domino was as far
ahead, nearly, of the tnbias, as she was ahead
of the '. adit a. In this way they flew along to
the second stake -neatly every spectator feeling
sure that the race was already decided, the only
man able to change it being on the pier-heal. an
icactive spectator, with a shut gun i stead of a
tiler in his grasp. On the home stretch, the
(;Gladiola was out of all range, the contest, if any
there was left, lay between the Xtlhiae and the
ID mino. The former had gaiued some few fath-
rcns upon her rival, and the chances for her tri-

in:ph were in the bands of her helmsman. The
.\NpihtIs was the first to tack on the homeward
sr etch. She tacked again before the Domino had
alrered her course. But the skill and endeavors
of th e bold crew of the XSphias were ounvailing.
i'he lDomiuo had a gun fired in her honor as win-
ner wben she shot out the stake boat, winning the
race and passing in at 5.17.36, the Xiphiau com-
ig next at 5.194..,. and the Gladiola last at 5 ^1 40.

It was a swift and beautiful race: and if the
\ ,phiae's mast had not been strained ano one of
tlh hoops to her mainsail broken-hut above all,

it cti-n eats had sailed her-but why talk about
critinuencies! The Domino is a game chicken
of loher (Cary's kitind, and the rougher the
-weather te a mi re she tecls at home. The Xiphbas
is as good, or may he letter in a tumbling sea and
a habhtlrou wind, whilst the Gladiola is best of al l
for smooth water and a gentle land breeze.
