Wiltlt.A, The Congress of the United States -
has adopted a resolution proposing an amendment
to the Constitntion of the United States, to be sub.
mitted to the Legislature of the several States, and
to he known as article fourteenth of said Constitu.
tit n, as follows.

AakrtLs XVV.-S, -ion 1. All persons born
cr naturalised to the United States, and subhjet to
the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens of the United 1
States. and of the Ltate wherein they reside. No a
State shall make or enforce any law which shall r
abridge the privileges or immunities of citia' 'r
of the United States; nor shall any State c(
prive any person of life, liberty, or prope'y
without due process of law, nor deny to any O ci
son within its jurisdiction, the equal protectiod ti
its laws.
