AN ACT TO AMEND AND RE-ENACT TH FIRST SEC-
TION OF AN ACT ENTITLED AN ACT RELATIVE TO
BONDS OF STATE AND PARigs OFFICERS, APPROVIIED
MARcaH 12, 1535.

SECTroN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
imouie of Representattres of the Nate of L,oisi-
an, in Genteral Asse•n,dlv conve,ed, That the
first section of an act entitled an act relative to

'bonds of State and perish officers, approved
larch 12, 1555, be amended and re enacted so as

to read as follows:
That all bonds given by the tax-collectors of

the Stlate, and by persons charged with the col-
lectien of the parish taxes, and by all public of.
f:'ers, whether State or parish (except the treas-
urer of the State, auditor of public accounts,

; .parish recorders, and clerks of the district courts)
who by existing laws or those to be hereafter
enacted, may be required to give bonds, shall,
when the securities given on such bonds reside in
the parish waere the oitcer Is to exeroeta his
cifice, be accepted by the parish recorder, the
clerk of the court, and the president of the police
jury of the parish for which such officers have
been elected or appointed and in which the se-
curities reside.

That if the securities on such bonds reside out
of the parish for whbic such officer waselected or
appointed, such bund shall be approved by the
parish recorder, the clerk of the court, and the
president of the police jury of the parish in which
such securities reside.

That in either of the above cases, if either the
parish recorder, clerk of the court, or president of
the police jury should be absent from the parsh
cr unable to act, then the parish judge of the
parish in which the security may reside, or
the judge of the district court of the district in
which such security may reside, shall act in place
of such absent officer.

That when the securities on any such bonds re-
side in the city of New Orleans, such bonds shall
be approved by the recorder of the district where
the seenrity resides, and the recorder of mort-
gages of the parish of Orleans, and in that part of
the parish of Orleans lying on the right bank of
the Missisippi river, by the justice of the peace
for that district, and three members of the police
jury, to be designated by the president thereof;
said bonds in all cases to be executed within
thirty days from the date of the commission and
before entering into the discharge of the duties of
the office.

That all such persons required to give bonds
as State or parish officers as above provided for
shall be required to furnish security residing in
any parish in the State.

That all such bonds shall be authenticated by
the attestation of two witnesses and the signs.
tuae of the recorder of the parish in which the
aecurities reside, and shall be marked in a sepa-
rate book kept for that purpose, and also be re-
,'istered in the mortgage book of jidicial mort-
pgages of the parish where the officer giviog the
bond exercises his office.

That bonds when registered as above provided
shall operate from and after the date of the regis-
try as a mortgage upon all the real estate of the
principal obligar therein, in the parish where he
exercises his office. The bonds of all State offi-
cers to be made payable to the governor of the

SState, and those of the parish officers to the pre-
sident of the Police Jury of the parish.

That if it becomes necessary to enforce the
collection of any of the bonds that may be taken
under and in pursuance to this act, and the sec-
rites reside out of the parish in which the officer
exercises the daties of his of•ce, the court of the
pariah in which the ofcer ea-rcises cr mzy have
cxercised the duties of the ~flce tor which the
lond was given shall have jurisdiction over the
securities, it matters not ia what pariah they may
reside. That each and every security on any of

* the bnds providel in Ihiti at shall make oath
tLat lie hasd property over and above his liabilities
,uflicient to respod to the amount for whic.h he
obligates himself in said bond.

The company shall have
the righlt to commence operations when ona hun-
dred thousand ($100 000) dollars of the stock is
