There
was a feast of pate eI,-sit's, of bone-turkey, sal-
ads, and every other dish culinary ingenuity
could dervs-. There was also an overfl,wi g
abundance of the choicest wines.

After the company had satisfied their appetite,
Gen. Bays proposed a sentiment in honor of the
St. Louis delegation. This was rapturously ap-
plauded. Capt. George Ford, the well-known and
favorite steamboat captain, was called on to re-
ply, and he did reply most felicitously and elo-
quently. He considered brevity the soul of wit,
and his speech was an epigram:

Gen. Hays then gave the health of Missourl's
favorite son-Francis Preston Blair.

ing this agreeable duty, permit mi, to indulgle i•
a few reflecuons suggested by the peculiar p
litical condition of your section of country, and,
to scinme extent, by my own personal relati ,n- to
It also. Missouri was once known by tue n suie
of CIper Louvsiana. wbile that portion of coui-
try low embraced within the State of Louls:aos
was designated by the name of Lower
l.ouisiara. Th se names were used in a•

1

the early acrs of C'ongress baving refer-
ence to these sections. Upper and ,ower
Louisiana formed a part of that vast domrin ac-
quired from France by the treaty of 1•:3. The
sane political event which made upper Louiniana
a pert of the great family of American States
made yours also. The treaty negoutated by see
gou at President Thomas Jefferson provided :ii its
3d article " tat the inhabitants of the ceded ter-
trtory stall he incorporated In the Uui in of the
Unlt d States, and admitted as soon as possible
a. c- rding to the principles of the federal C mniti
tntiin, to the er joyments of all the rights, a Iva'1-
tuges and immulutise of citizens of itie United

.atles, and in the meantime they shall be main-
ta:ced eand protected in the full enjoyment of their
aeity, property and the religion which they pro-
te,s.' In due course of timeyour S ate and mine
were admitted into the Union as states wit all
the rights, advantages and immunities of the older
satae.

As e;sters of the American family of States,
we both acted our respective parts with as much
devotion a d fidelity to the great principles of
f ee government as any of the older States,
wiether North or 8utth. The introduction of a
new element composed of a different nationality,
d.tterent language and ditterent religion, although
much oppi sed by wise and patriotic Northern
stateemen, becan-e of the apprehended Sata.on-
i m, proved as predicted by Jefferson, to be a per-
tect succers. Indeed, new strength was derived
from the new element, as it exhibited to the
world tLe adaptability of free institutions to the
niimt enlarged order of political condition. F ir
un wards of h It a century. Missouri anl l.ouisi
ana were no lees distinguuihed by their devotion
to the Unikn tlan by the distinguished statesmen
ensh sent to the Congress of the U'nited States.
Both were free and happy, and eojn ycd a pros
perity unhiard of in the history of the world
beore. The new element had In the mean-
time become completely Americanized, anol
furnished its fu!l quota of distinguished mei
to the bar, legislative balls, comnere. anl,
indeed, man y characters in all the dif-
ft runt pursuits of life. This in brief was
our condition. But, fellow-citizens, how changed
and diflerent is the present order of afainr to what
it was then in your own section-ours not being
niuch btter than yours. This is neither the time
nor the occasion to speak of the I te war, or the
causes which led to it The event is past. and is
already recorded on the tablets of history, and,
however partial and unjust contemporaneous
opinions and assertions Insy be, posterity will
hatle the means of judging, and will judge justly,
because impartially. Thegreat principles uider-
lying the conflict, the mode of carrying It on,
and the vystem of legislation adopted since the
cessation of hostilities, will all be judged by that
great tribunal, and to that judgment, whatever it
may be, all must submit. It is proper, however.
that this the great truthshould be understo d, and
particularly in this section of country, where it h. ts
reretofore, and perhaps )et, not been adequately

apprec:ated.
The idea of an tuoduring and indiser luble U"lon

was deep seated in the American breast. Whether
an Ind:ssoluble Unin was in accordar ce with oar
system, or in d rect conflict with the well-known
views of Jefferson, wais not a question for dis-
coussion. thespirit of the age being extremely
material, it was only as a question of material
p -wer-of commerce and financial prosperity,
that the question was un erstood and discussed by
our generation. And, indeed, it can be said that
thousands of the purest bearts, and of the most
enlargetd patriotism, could not, and would not,
nuder any pocible circumstances, give up the
idea of the Unilon of the American States. It was
indeed a noble idea. Here was anew nation with
new institutIons, in a new world, with a future
g orhous, powerful, and prosperous. Such a spec-
tacle had not before been seen inthe history of the
w,,rld. We wer e Indeed the admiration of the world.
The idea of Union nerved the arms, and fired the
breasts of the thousands who particpated in the
t-rrible confict. Be it so--it impells me t>-day,
and Il.the preat living princip'e of the IDemocratic
party-a Union of sovereign and equal 8tates.

or thitbs thousands of brave hearts gave their
lives, and is the object we uas a party contend for
to-day, and if truth has not left oar earth, and the
genius of liberty gone frem among us, this Union,
by the memory of all the great patriots of the
revolution, and of the ever-lIving God, we
will have. In time of peace we cannotadmit
that any citizen of this broad land can be a
rebel. All the people of this country are,
under our system, either citizens or aliens.
in war people are divided between friends
and enemies-in peace, all are citizens-or,
as already said, aliens. Yet the present Con-
gress of the United 8tates, arrogating to it.self powers never given to it by se Constitu-
tion, has presoribed certain conditions on
which the B•ate lately engaged in thle war
may, asu is said, be again admitted into the
Un on. These laws, as admitted by their late
great leader, Thaddees Stevens, are outside of the
Coastitution.
