A Had Catas-trophe.

"('srleton," writing about the trip from Cal-
cotta to llegapore, tells the fedlowing:

It Ras nid alternoon when we passed from the
fresh water of the river to the salt water of the
bay. I was asleep in my stateroom, making up
what was lost in the battle with the mosquitoes,
but was wakened by a running across deck.
lte steward rushed passed my door greatly agi-

taued.

" The boiler has -," and he was gone, the

last halt of the seternce not heard. A puff of
steam c(rne thrcuch the open part, a cloud swept
into the cabin. I rtnhed for the deck; met the
thick vapor on the erbio stairs; held one hand
ovu t my mouth. Instinct is quick at such times.
As the hot and stitlng tog swept over me, I
cronched low, covered my frace pith my coat,
re- ched the topmost stair. Ten minutes before
I hd left rs. (' . the captain and six fellow-
lpt-sengers sitting on the deck. I reached their
chairs, teeling my way from chair to chair, seeing
nothing: the steam thicker and hotter. I could
bear cries of agony. A call ; no answer. Ani,ther,
and then a faint " Here we are," from the stern
of the vessel.

l't:shingl through the steam, I reached the stern
of thesteemer to find those whom I had so re-
centlyleft standing on the grating above the rudder
head, their own heads above the awning which
had been stretched over the deck, thus protecting
ther flaces from the steaum.

The chief engineer
states that there was but eighteen pounds of steam
at the time, that he has frequently run the engine
at twenty-five. It was the " priming" of the
boilers consequent upon passing from fresh to salt
water which caused the explosion, but an exam-
ination of the irtn shows that under the super-
heating process the life of the metal was burned
cut. Superheating is economical, but exceedingly
dangerous. 'Ihis is only one more catastrophe to
be added to the msany already on record from the
Lurcstin of superheaters.
Having two boilers still intact and the engine

untojured, the captain decided to go on, though
otr voyage will be two or three days longer in
cen-.etueclce of the accident.

S. G. tubbaid, of New Haven. In relation to the
cure of the late Rev. Jeremiah Day, former preai-
dent of Yale College, of tubercular consumptiol.
Preident Day, duringlearly life, gave little promise
oa I, ng Ilte, and when in 1789, in his seventeenth
year, he entered Yale College, he was soon com-
pelled to leave from pulmonary difficulty. He
rallied, however, and was able to finish the coorse
sad graduate in 1796. He was very feeble, how-
ever, for many years. He became a clergyman.
and in 1901, was elected professor of mathematice
and nattral history in the college. But he could
not undertake the duties. An alarming homor-
rahage of the lungs prostrated him, which was
ti erted " learnedly " by b!eedingt coploun enough
to here cnarmed eren Doctor Sangrado. He
went to llermnud, were he was plied with digi-
'alis to such an extent as almost to take what
little life as left. He came back to his native
town. Wacrington, Connecticut, to die.
