. registration. They wa othing more, and ,
they will consent to nothing less. Not to
waste words on the subject, they ar deter-
mined to have it. Thi may a well be under-
stood first as last, in order that unneoessary
contention may be avoided. There is no dis-
position on the part of the people of thisr. State to impede their adversaries in the exer-

cise of all their legal rights-nor have they
any thought of accepting less than their own.

If the vote of this State can be given to Grant
under a fair registration and fair election the

Democracy will, of course submit to the ver-
dict; but the time has paeed when they could
be disfranchised at will, and in violation of
law, by the shameless tools of military despot- c
ism and of hungry carpet-baggery.

s America;" that I never registered myself as an Ie enemy of the United States; that I never acted

as leader of guerrilla bands during the late rebel-
lien ; that I never, in the advocacy of treason, a
wrote or published newspaper articles or preached
sermons during the late rebellion: that I never
voitd for and signed an ordinance of secession in 60 any S*ase.

This affidavit can be taken by every citizen

possessing the constitutional qualifications of r
age and residence, except those disfranchised a

t by article 99 of theConstitution, to-wit: Those i
who held civil or military office, for more than t
a year, under the Confederacy; those who
were registered enemies, or were leaders of
guerilla bands, or who wrote or published
newspaper articles, or preached sermons in
favor of the Southern cause. The most nu-
merous of these classes are those who held I
office for more than a year. and the registtered
enemies. Of the former there may be about
twentr.-fia kunad.o in th!o fake ofa the Ia.t,

perhaps, three thousand. All citizens except I
those embraced in the excepted cl.asss abose c
named, are entitled to register on taking the r
prescribed affidavit. Democrats must rr-
member that no pre-ious registration is of any
consequence, and that they have a right to
demand registration unless disfranchised as r
above stated. Those who are thus disfran- ,
chised can relieve themselves of their disa- t
bilities in one of two prescribed methods. In r
the first place they can file a certificate of e
recantation with tlhe secretary of state; in the
next place they con take an affidavit the
terms of which are prescribed by the law as
follows:

1, - , do solemnly swear ,or afiEm, as the
case may be) that prior to the f--t of January,
eighteen hundred and sixty-eight I favored the
execution of the laws of the Unl:.d States popu-
larly known as the reconstruction acts of Con-
gress, and openly and actively assisted the loyal
men of the State in their efforts to restore Lou,;l-
ana to her position in the Union.

Either form is conclusive. The registrars
bave no power, under the law, to go behind
Sthe recantation or the affida it.

discretion. That is to say, they may ex-

amine the case of an applicant t, 'ching his
qualihations ats a voter, or his dis.bl:iaes;
but this power lapses in regard to the disatbil- d
ities as soon as such disability, or imputr d
disability, is removed by the recantation cer-
tificate or the reconstruction affidavrit. In
these cases the applicant, otherwsse qualified. ,

ust be registered. The supervisors have no
discretion, and any attempt on their I.:rt t.o
imp,.se additional restrictions, or to impugn p
the affidavit of the claimant otherwise than by
legal prosecution, in cases ,f f.ldse swearing, a
