TUB A AM Or Tai MaLITA.

ARRIVAL OF THE JAOOU A. STALtcs WITH THE
MELITA'S PASSENGEtS AND FART OF THU CREW-
NARRATIVE OF JAMES DUNBAA, A SAILOL

[From the New York mMes, Sept. M.i
The stip Jacob A. Stamler, Captain SBason,.

which, It will be remembered, resued the passen-
gers and crew of the burning steamship Ilelita,
on the 5th inst.. arrived in port yesterday with
fifty of the Melita's passengers, her captain, par-
ser, doctor, two engineers, steward, mates and
one sailor. These people have lost all their
eqecta. owing, as it appears from the following
narrative, to a lack of management diffiualt to
account for, seeing that there was ample time
after the first discovery of the fire to save every•
thing in the way of mere personal property.

The statement her gives is that of one of the
crew of the Melita, and in his own words. He,
lake his fellow-sailors,loeteverything. When per-
mission was given to go below and save their
clothing, it was too late :

NARRATIvE OF JAMNS DUN AL.

The Melita was advertised to sail from Boston
for Liverpool on the 25th of Angust, but on so-
count of a leak in her bottom she did not start till
next day at 2 r. w. Everything seemed to jog
along smoothly until about 12:30 , September 5,
when the first symptoms of fre were observed.
We were then about 800 miles from Queenstown.
The boatswain was the first to give the alarm that
smoke was essuing from the hold directly below
the forecastle. Quickly and quietly the pipse were
laid and brought to play on the spot from which
the smoke issued. hvery effort was tried to find
the real source of the fire, but without avail, and,
in fact, no one had at this time any other idea but
that the fire would be extinguished immediately.
Half an hour afterward the fire began to show an-
mi.takable promise of more trouble than had been
expected. The captain conjectured the real
source of the fire to spring from the bottom hold,
starboard side, and accordingly gave orders to the
carpenter to cut a hole in that direction in order
to accommodate the water pipes. The hole being
made, the smoke became so dense and suffocating
that a man could not hold a pipe at
the mouth of the hole for more than three
mirnutes at a time. Now and then a man
might he seen hauled on deck in a senseless can.
diatin, till it was deemed advisable to cover up
the hold completely, with the exception of the
apace allowed for tie water-pipes. But I must
say the apace allowed for the hand-pump was left
big enough for the pure air to rush In and feed the
flames. The reason of that was simply misman-
agement; because the hand-pomp was kept for
the first ten hours the distance of eight yards from
the front hatchway, so that the buckets had to be
used to carry the water, whereas, if the hand-
pump had been placed at first by the side of the
hatchway it would have saved immense labor,
been of double service, and instead of having
such a huge crater to empty the buckets.
the hand pump pipe could have been Inserted in
such a manner, leaving no vent for the smoke
within nor ingrees for the oxygen. But in spits of
suggestions being made regarding the above plan,
it was not adopted until about 10 A. x., and then
it was of little service, because by that time suf-
ficient air had rushed in to feed a Vesuvius. I
merely mention that in order to show that had the
hold been kept tightly closed the fire might have
had a chance of being extinguished, About 8. A.
ii. the Ametican ship Jacob A. Btamler was de.
scried, and after signals of distress being given
from the Melita, aigna!~ were given in response
from the ship. One of our boats was lowered im-
mediately, and the mate taking four of the crew
set off for her. The American captain said he
could accommodate the passengers and crew with
shelter, but that his stock of provisions, and espe.
cially water, was not sufficientto supply such a
large number of people. Accordingly, Capt.
Sumner, of the Melita, about 11 A. x. ordered the
passengers' baggage to be brought up from the
hold and placed aft so that it might, at a moment's
notice, be lowered into the small boats and rowed
over to the ship. Every passenger was then
I laced in the small boats and rowed over to the
1itamler where all were hospitably received.
Before leaving the steamer most of the passengers
were anxious to take their Inggage along with
them, but were pacified on being assured that the
fire would be put out in a couple of hours, and
that their stay on the strange vessel would be of
shirt duration: but if it threatened to be more
dangerous, there were plenty of time, boats and
men to treasport their property at a moment's
notice from the consuming element, which was
true enough. Throughout the rest of the day the
pipes poured into the hold a constant stream of
water. but still the fire increased by degrees. till
about 10 r. u., when the red llimmertlg flame he
gan to show itself. The men at the pumps, tired
and ezbsusted at seeing their labor fruitless, be-
sides being in dtsger of their lives, left the pumps
with the deteermaiatfo not to pump any more.
About 12 x. Capt. Sumner descended the hold for
tie last time, but had to be hauled on deck half suf.
located. Here I must observe that 'he c prain did
all in mortal man's power to extinguish th-, fire
irom fret to last, both by his own heroic actions
and the fatherly manner in which he enc)uraged
: is crew. A glass of grog was then served out
:o each of the crew, alter which another at
ttempt at the pumps was tried, which lasted
about forty maintes, when all hands agreed to
desist entirely from any further attempt, with
the exception of the steam-pump, which had
played continually into the hold from 12:30 Fri-
day morning till 10 o'clock iunday morning. learv
il.g about seventeen feet of wa.er in the hold
a Len the band-pump stopped. The fi'e at this
tine had made rapid progress, the pure flame
be-ng visible from beneath the hatchway, the
-omt ke at tLe same time issuing from the etask-bole, evincing that all had j lned the couflagra-
ticn from the forecastle to the engine room. the

tie Leavtna. The stare and full-orbed morn
looked down in their glory on the placid
ocean, unconacious of the disaster. (apt.suaner was the last to leave the burning
vessel, arriving at the ship about ( o'clock duS-
day morning. Previous to that,sone of the boats
made a second trip in order to obtain privisions
and luggage belonging to the passengers; but,
alas ' at was too late, because moat of the passen-
gers luggage was lost. Here I would make a few
remaiks regarding the last mentioned subject;
for there was ample time during the day to save
all the luggage, and enough provisions to serve
all parties fur the voyage. A couple of boats
were kept alongside with four of the crew in them
doing nothilng. Cooks and stewards had nothiug
to du, so that there were time, men and boats at
as y rate. The passengers, being composed chiefly
of wrlking people, and having their whole little
itortn, on board are totally ruined; and in order
to asve their best clothes had on old clothing
-hlen they left the steamer, and now remain
w tlout thie one shirt to change the otter,
Il.e Lie could not be helped to be sure;
btt certainly the poor people's property
aichbt have been saved. Of course "apt. -um.
ner expected to hare the fire extinguished, but
all hands knew twelve hours after the first
smpti ms of fire that if there was any chan.:e
,of avilg th~e vessel it was a very poor one. Why
nt ihin have sent the passeners' lu•••ae away
as well as themselves t hirietl at wou d nit harve
taken nuch trouble to bring both pa~sengers and
lu;gace baock again; besides It would have been
tl.e cutest way, as the poor people's property was
nit inlt-red, although the steamer anrd cargo were
Icly itnr d. The last view of the stesmer was
tseen ahout 11 o'clock Sunday morning, bereft of

everythng save her funnel anda part of her stern;
and no doubt an hour or two afterward the sea
had swallowed her up entirely. At least that was
t.e la.r seen of her from the tacob A. 8tamser.
