CONNECTICUT.

The retdans of the Connecticut town eleo-
tions show that the reaction against Redicah
ism, so far from abating in strength, is
gathering volume and force. The telegraph
informs us that the accounts thus far received
indicate a Democratic majority in the State
of 5000. Governor English was elected last
April by 1800 majority, on the largest vote
ever cast in Connecticut. It seems, therefore,
that the current of public opinion, where it is
undisturbed by violent efforts to dam it up,
such as were made in Maine, is decidedly,
even overwhelmingly, in favor of the Demo-
... ii. prta And even in Maine those efforts
were futile to disguise the direction of the
current, although they unquestionably broke
its force to some .eat., Th, lannnwtiant
o. elections in presidential years stand in
the same relation to the November
election as the Stateel ections in Maine
and elsewhere. They are conclusive as to
the vote of the State for the presidency.
But there is more of suggestiveness in
these Connecticut elections than even the six
votes of the State itself These, of course,
may be regarded as sure for Seymour; but
the fact that they are sure for Seymour has a
peculiar and important significance. Con-
necticut is the most sensitive of all the States
to fluctuations of public ppinion. It is the
political barometer of the country. It is an
unfailing index of the weight of the political
atmosphere. Changes in public opinion are
certain to exhibit themselves in Connecticut,
and to exhibit themselves there in advance of
their manifestation in any other part of the
country. The great reaction against the poli-
cy of the Republican party, which ran
through 4867, gathering increassing rvolume
at every successive election, first made its
appearance in Connecticut, at the beginning
of thai year, when Gov. English was
elected by 900 majority. So oertain an
index of opinion is this State considered
that the election of this year, in April last
was regarded as a conclusive test of the direo-
tion of the popular current; and when Gov.
English was re-elected by 1800 majority it was
plain that the anti-Radical reacmotion was in fall
progress. If the Democrata had only held
their own in Connecticut we should have felt
confident of the result; but an indicated ma-
jority of 5000 leaves no room for doubt or
caviL Another fact in this connection is worth
considering-the Democratic party has never
been beaten when Connecticut voted for the
Democratic candidate, although it has some-
times been succeasful without the vote of that
State. We repeat that we regard these Con-
nectieut eleetions as not only a hopeful, but
an unfailing sign of Democratic victory in No-
vember.
