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The general tenor of the returns of the

elections yesterday in Pennsylvania, Ohio
and Indiana indicate Republican majorities;
and if there is any uncertainty as to the
result, it is in the case of Pennsylvania,
alhouh the doubt is not sufficient to

justify any very sanguine hope of the suo-

eess of the Democratic party in that State.

The Presi-
des.t has psistentl aideed to this vew,
althe•gh his acts havenot hitherto conformed
to it; but the discrepsne between his pro-
claimed theor ad his asal practice, arose
from the fact that he has been compelled to
execute laws of Congess at variance with
tat theory. If left free to at we may pre-
sume that he would, in every case, have suse
tased the right of these States to exercise
the functions which legitimately belong to
thelas members of the federal Unien. Thus
his doctrine that the SBothern Staes were
entitled to representation in Congree, in-
volves the neessary corollary that they are
entitled to representation io the electoral col-
l•ge He could not enforce his views asto
eoagrpeesamel rewresetation; nor can he
filly enforce his theory of electoral
repementation, but he cas prevent the
military officers under his command from
interf•rng in elections. This seems to be
the objeet of the new order. It is addesed

uvm We w wo eo0 m'dmnden; Oen.
Gillem and Gen. Stoneman. Gen. Reynolds
had, formally, forbidde the people of Teuse
to hold a election. Gen. Gillem had re-
sponded to the application of Gen. Freeman,
eirma of the emieDemocrc State Committee,
that he would not permit an election to be
held. The President, in turn, forbids any
interferenee on the part of these offieers; and
the effect will be that the people of the three
States of Virginia, Mieisimppi and Texas can
hold elections on the 3d of next month,
without fear of collision with the military
authorities. Of course this does not decide
the point at issue between the two parties, as
to the validity of these votes, and as to the
right of Congrees, by statutory enactment, to
deprive a State of its representation in
the electoral college. But it enables the
Democracts to make an iseue on these
points. It enables the people of the
three States to make a legal tender of their
votes to the Denmoemy, sand it then remains
for the Demooracy to aeeept the tender,
and to stand by the rights of the States. It
may be that the 23 vote of Virginia, Missis
sippi and Texas would decide thei contest;
and indeed such a contingency was contem-
plated by the Republicans, when they at-
tempted by means of legislative strategy and
legerdemain to prohibit the people of those
States from taking part in the confliet. If
them votes be east, and they suffice to elect
Seymour, it is certain that the Senate will re-
fuse to count them; but if the result of the
election shows a popular Democestic nqority
the Democratlc party will not feel disposed to
permit this audacious suppression of the voice
of the people and the rights of the Sates.
At all events, this action of the Pres'dent
places the three excluded States in a postion
to assert theirrights up to a point which must
bring the two parties face to face on an issue
that might as well be settled now as at any
other time.
