PABSIONS AND IDEAS,
Men who are prone to abstract reflection
solution of politi-

Revolution, they are often heard o aasums, is
simply the viclent prepohderance of one set
of anfagonistic idess over anothet set, and,
on the other hand, stability is the product of
a movable equilibrium of antagonistie ideas,
in which progress takes place by a regular
and alternation of action and reaction.
There isa fatal flaw in this method of ac-
counting for war or peace, for stability or in-
stability. It ignores the paramount office
and the terrible play of the passions. Ab-
stract ideas from passions, if yon can,
and what do they become? Are they
capable of such confliets as may eon-
vulse sociéty and subvert government ? What
wardid ax idea ever produce? What bloody
conquest did an idea ever achieve? The
truth is that there is no more warlike power
or propensity in those ideas, regarded strictly
a8 ideas, which are frequently spoken of as
sagitating society and contending for political
ascendancy, than there is in the axioms and
propositions of Euclid. There can be mo
more antagonism between them than theresis
between a oconic section and a right angled
triangle. Nor would men, viewing them from
the standpoint of pure intellection, experi-
ence any more impulse to fight about them,
than to fight about multipliestion and .1di-
tion, or to eut each other's throats in & eom-
test to destroy vulgar fractions with decimals,
Or vice versa.

But it may be said thatmeen have unavoid-
able differences of opinion, which they may
believe to be fonnded in dispassionate reason.
Indeed, William Godwin onee wrote an elab-
orate essay to prove that men—even the
greatest eriminals—always act with the belief
that their action is rersonable. While such a
theory cancels moral criminality and de-
thrones conscience, #t utterly fails to account
for those th ds and th ds of cases
of human inconsistency so glaring and so
impressive as to make it as familiar as a
proverb, and muck truer than the bulk of
proverbial philosoply, that men are nearly
always worse or better than their creeds,

In polities, then, ideas, at the most, play a
symbolic part, while passions organize their
opposing forces, and lead them to the conflict.
But it frequently bappens that those who eon-
tend with the ntmost frenzy for the overthrow
of certain institutions and the establishment
of others, are coolly agreed with their foes on
the sbstract principles npon which govern-
ment ought to be organized and conducted. A
signal instance of such a coincidence of ideas
amidst conflicting passions was witnessed in
the late inter-sectional war. Leaders on both
sides were found uniting in the belief that
the federal comstitution was an admirable
work of political wisdom which had given to
the world an example of ‘“the best govern-
ment on the face of the earth.” And
yet, ot that moment, this government, so
beautiful in the abstract, was visibly and
seandalously failing to secure the peace, the
Union and the liberty which were the objects
