It is not too mmnch to say that the vietims
of this unprecedented political iniquity have
Leretofore done more than its authors to give
it & superficial appearance of The
most enlightened and patriotic citizens of the
South have employed every available exped-
ient to render presently tolerable the misrule
of the spurions governments which have been
foisted upon their States ; and they have en-
deavored, by precept and example, to ineul-
cate a resolute submission even in the face of
the most oppressive exactions and the most
flagitious designs on the part of these gov-
ernments. This they did for the sake of
peace, and in the hope of at length obtaining
a peaceful deliverance. But in spite of all
their efforts, peace has become more and
more precarious and impalpable, and their
enemies are now exulting in what is con-
ceived to signify the assured disappointment
of the hope of a peaceful deliverance. What,
then, must follow if they are forced to despair
of both these objects, in the presenceof the
perpetuation in the South of the existing Radi.

At this moment it is plain that in this and
in most of the other reconstructed States the
so-called civil governments are destitute
of intrinsie power to maintain themselves
and to administer their laws. Nothing but
public opinion, organized by a popular oppo-
sition to these governments, eould enable
them to stand or to earry their laws into
effect, unless with the aid of military force
imp orted from withont. For sometime past
they bave had the bemefit of such public
opinion. But a support so unnatural and un-
congenial conld only be temporary. And
when that goes, what then? Insvitably,
martial law, and a military police, in fact, if
not in form, over the whole South, And how
large & force and how much money would be
requisite for enforeing the ghastly semblance
of peace where Radicalism had murdered
the reality of peace ? The magnitnde is ap-
palling. The Fremeh emperor tried this
method of pacifying a few millionsof dissi-
dent Mexicans. He soon became henrtily
sick of the undertaking; and Mexico never
was g0 distracted and convulsed as during that
experiment,

1t is safe to say that the cost of a military
police adequate to the absolute and abject
subjection of the Bouthern people to the
bogus régime of carpet-bag and scalswag
rapacity and tyranny, would bankrupt the fed-
eral government in twelve months. The case
might be different, to be sure, with a military
government pure and simple, which the
great body of our people would infinitely
prefer to the present ambiguous monstrosity
which is called civil government. But such

transitory. The solution of the Bouthern
problem on a civil basis must, therefore, be
looked. for at last in the natural play of
political elements and social instinets in the
South.
