We come to you. dear coatryme, neither as
Democracts nor as Republicans; not aseoitize nor
as forelgers, but as Germans, as your brethren I
in distress and in danger, to whose Succor it
ought and it must be your most acred duty to
advanoe.

The varionus coditions and relations exiating
in the SBoth differ in their nature from these or
the North and West, and can in so way be comr
pared with them. To our ersrow, we now well t
enough that the South hitherto has been, and is
still systematioally calumnated d that the people
of the South-the inhabitants o the former Con.
federate tates--me generaly represented as a
lawless people; that neither the life nor the prop-.
erty of Us men ass nalaid the lSethl, aml th
peace sad baermea can nly be masttaled by
military force.

Now, to speak clearly snd distinctly: all these
=m e Ininmoas liso ! Ia

many good and tree Union men as any other per-
tion of the Unito. The Germs, who fora here,
in New Orleans, as well as in all the lars
ot the SBoth, more than nee-third of tit ppo i
ton ; who possess more than one-third of threl a
estate; who pay nearly half of all the taxes.
were ever, and are still, ftrind. of tOe Unlon; t
nevertheless are they treated in such a manner as t
to bring forth a blush of indignation upon the
cheek of every German throughout the Union. f

Is it not humiliating that the Germans, the
countrymen of a SBhiller and Gmthe, a Mosart
and Beethoven, a Leasing and Heine, are placed j
in every respect beneath the negro?

Is it not painful in the highest degree that the
German, gifted with Intellect and highly edn-
cated, armed with capital and industry, is bound
after his arrival in this country to wait fully five
years before he is entitled to citizenship and sof
frage; while, on the other hand, the negro, even
when he is not an inhabitant of the State four
weeks, nor able to read or write-yes, very fre-
quently not even aware of his own name-is at
once admitted to suffrage and to the holding of
public office? Negroes act as jurors withoou
being able to sign their names to the verdict
when rendered ; negroes sit on the judicial bench
wi hout the least kn',wledge of equity or law;
negroes sit In the Legislature without even being
abte to understand the laws which they them
selves proposed, while the intelligent German is
everywhere placed ln the background, and only
good so far as paying the most exorbitnt taxes
Is concerned!

Wherever in the Southern States an outbreak
of popular passtons took place, and led to sote of
violeace, the originators always proved to be
white Radicals or negroes. Thus it was at Ope-
louses, at Camilla and other places. The negroes,
instigated by their white leaders, who had in-
stilled into their minds unreasonable hopes of an-
reachable aims, and thus had sown hatred sad
distrust between the two races, imagine the
whites to be their deadly enemies and bent on
taking from them again their recently acquired
freedom, smd they shaped their actions in accord-
ance with this unhappy delusion. They rob our
houses, abuse and violate the female members of
our families, waylay on the highways and murder
treacherously every one against whom they bar-
bor either personal hatred or some imaginary
grievance.

Each occurrence of this kind is greedily taken
hold of by the press of the Radical party of the
North and West, misrepresented and construed
into a " rebel riot," for the purpose of exciting
your prejudices against us, and thus to obtain
your votes and approval for still new measures
of oppression and punishment against the" rebel-
lions Sonth."'

In Msll ssWwdt ldhb, where the queMt
of negro suffrage has been submitted to the peo-
ple, it has hesr voted down. We, the s-called
"rebels of the Boouth" are more liberal in this
srepuse .Len ii.. a w a . .. M.. gae
North and West; we are willing to give the right
of sufirsge to any negro who has msuMflent intelli-
gence and intellectual training to use it properly-
provided that no further conditions he imposed on
us afterwards; but this Is no part of the pro-
gramme of our present rulers, for they, them-
selves, care very little for the welfare of the
blacks, as their true purpose is only to use them
as a means of keeping the intelligent white race-
and especially the foreign emigrants-in a coedl-
tion of political servitude, and it was for this
reason that that odious article 13, potting the
negro in his political, civil aud social relation on
an equality with the white, was inserted into the
CoLstituion of Louisiana.

To avow such a scheme-such a purpose In the
lace of the white citizens of the North, nosne of
our present rulers would dare; the proposition of
placing the negro on a level of social equality
with the white man, would be hurled back with
contempt even by the people of Massachusetts,
Maine or Vermont; but towards the inhabitants
of the South, and especially towards its strongest
element, the Germanns, any and everything seems
to be allouwd.

A few remarks in regard to our Legislature
might also be in their proper plaoe here. This body.
which has been in session In this city for the last
one hundred and twenty days, has thus far con-
tributed nothing whatsoever towards the welfare
of our State. In vain we have looked for ensat-
men's looking to the preservation and repair of
our levers, for the protection of our lands along
the Mie+isalppi river; or, for some legislative ac.
tion designed to protect aod encourage immi.
gration. Nothing of the kind has been done.

The set ropolitan police bill, which expels every
white man from the ranks of the police, and puts
public safety, the protection of life and property,
in il e laide of a band of five hundred negroes;
the so-called constabulary bill. establishing a asort
of " o',.s l'ar,neris" for country service, also
c r•o•p;ed of negroes: the militia bill. by means
of whii h it was intended toarm the g•roesu of the
State against the white inhabitants; the socal
eqnality bill, and similar enactments in favor of
the blacks and to the disadvantage of the whites -
tteve are the results of a session of 120 days,
whichl cost millions of dollars to be levied upon
the impoverished and exhausted State, without
effecting even the smallest good.

Now. felow-cltisens, German bretbren! You
have shown by your votes in your own Stares
that sas white men. as men of intePltgence and ed-

, sti n, you ale not willing to place yourselves
sn the aune level with the naturally brutal, igno-
rant negro. We of the South ho'd the same
position. Are you willing, therefore, to be guided
by a false plilsnthropy, or by a mlsguolded lore of
tseedom, and to vote at the next election against
your own convictions? Are you willing to advo-
cate that what yourselves once most decidedly
condemned, should now be good enough and
fitting for your brethren and countrymen at the
Booth? We appeal to you, to your sense of
justice, to stand by us in this hour of danger. We
hope that you will first liberate your own breth-
ren, your own race, from this most humiliating
oppression, before you thrust them aside without
nlercy, to favor an uncivilized and brutal class of
half barbarigans.

All of us have but a single end in view; the
welfare cf our dearly loved adoptel country. As-
e;st us in the comng great struggle to restore the
glorious Union just as it was left, the noblest and
most sacred inheritance of his children, by the
father of his country, George Washuington.
