Anotl.er negro hit Dr. Duff in the head
iith an ax or hatchet, knocking him down and
swour ding him terribly. He was about to repeat
the blow when he was shot by some one ; another
regro lt en truo k Mr. Leary, wbo was with Dr.
Duff, In the head with an ax or hatchet, hurting
him most sverely. It the same riot a Mr. Long
was shot in the abdomen, as to whether danger-
ously or not we cannot say. The negroes as far
as known, lost but one killed and several wounded.
About 11# o'clock a police officer found a Mr.
Brady, shot twice through the head and dead in
the gutter on Melpomene street, between Pry-
tania and Camp. The officer tracked this man
two sqeares by the trail of blood he left behind
him and then found him dead. Mr. C rnelios Subl
lIvau was found dead corner of Camp and Thalia
streets.

Ahcut 1 o'clock the negro barber shop next
door to thie upper corner of Ticalia and Camp
streets, known as a resort of the worst class of
negroes, and a sort of headquarters of the club
which nearly killed Dr. Duffand his friends, was
broken into and all the clhb paraplerollia in it
destroyed, as was also a mirror and three drams.

There was a great deal of firing throughout all
the back part of the Fourth DIstr et after 11
o'clock. No casualties, however, that wr, could
bear o1.

windows, looking out.

Jsst after the riot was o(vr on Can'l street
three members of the metropolitan piui e coame
up very much eat of breath, and win.tod to
know where the oss was and " who tied that
pistol."

There wse but three arrests male o00 Sat'ar.
dJy night. One gentleman, Mr. Martll, was ar-
rested for firing off a pistol in the city, a'ad the
othLrs for carrying concealed weapoas. Consid-
esiug that one of these gentlemen bs g. mausket,
the " cocealed" lait is good.
