But of late, the election, manipulated by illegal
registration, of a parish judge, with a colored
lanily and the utmost Radical viwes and iucina-
tions; of several justices of the peace of the like
character; the-displacing, by the Legislature, of
the representative of the pariah legally elected
and properly returned in the order of Gen. Bu -
chanan, to substitute a stranger to the parish and
State in the person of Geo. A. L. Lye; an at-
tempted illegal change In the police jury by the
action of Gov. Warmoth ; and the imposi:ton of
a metropolitan police, at a cost of nearly $2I•,0)0,
on an asessed property of one million (l 0)0..
000,) making two per cent. tax on the property of
the parish for police purposes alone; together
with the protection given by the people, thus
elected and appointed, to the colore I people in
every instance, without regard tosright of justiue,
to the prejudice of the white man; have led t) a
growoin weantof confidence and prejudice between
the two races, likely at any time to result, on the
eolihtest provocation, to break out in some col-
lisaon, and culminated at laest in the terrible re
colts, the incidents of which have already iu part
appeared in the publice prints.

Ac it was staeed, 8unday morning the Constitu-
non Club and the Bumble Bee Club, bth of the
parish of St. Bernard, with a tme ten or twelve
members of the Spanish clob, lunfartes de icy.
mour, joined In a proceseiie, by previous agree.
ment, to vist the pl•rih church to have a banner
blssed. The procesion on its course of about
nine males, was conducted in the best temper and
without the sllahtest disturbance, the only cri-s
abed being " Hurrah for Seymour and Blaur,"
and sometlmes., "Down with carpet baggers and

scalawage." At a point in its progree about
half a mile from the church, some three or four
colored men, looking over the fence ofr a planta-
tioo, seemed to have been alarmed by the hurrah,
and ran quickly towards the swamp as the proces
ldon passed, without any apparent cause, as
mothing but good humor and laughter were caused
by the incident.

On reaching the church, mass we over, and
the ceremony could n•t take place. It was then
proposed to proceed further up the road; but,
considerlog that part of the men were on foot.
and that Se next plantaton was lewd by R ad-
ieal, (Mr. Thomas O(fng.) :he leaders of the pro-
cession, to avoid any appearance of provocati ,n.
resolved to turo bhack from the churc.

When about half a mile trom the church, two
negroes, recliing on a feece some distsace front
the road, approached, ano to a "' Hurrah for S y.
,.nn, and alliir !' one of them. panAe sragosu, .
griffe, sang out loudly: "--- for dteymour aid
Blair; " pon which one of the Infautes club ap
pruached as if to strike him. Some words pastel.
when the negro, who had his hand behind his
back all the time, drew suddenly a large horse
pistol and fired, shooting the member of the In-
faotes through the shoulder blade. Instantly seM-
eral shots were fired, and the negro was instantly
h illed and his companion seriously wosaled.

SEnugene was the maruial of a Radical club, and a
very bad ad troublesome character. The clubs
qnletly came home and sparated, without ay
egpeetaUtio of dicuhlty.

About 7 o'clock that eventig, a mesenger
from Mr. Ong--. polieeman, and n metropolitn
polUceman-who had been employed uas his hoat-
ler ome time before, was sent. accordgJo Mr.
Ong's staiement, with a mesage to the Iherti,
askahng for protection, uas he considered his life in
danger. The sheriff statee that he did not re-
ceive th meesege. Mr. aog had gilo requested
protection from the milihtary. rThis policeman
was foead eociting the negroes by representing
to them that they were in danger from the Demo-
crats, and shbold rally to protect themselves.
Tbis cane him to be harbhly spoken to and
threatened. When seined with fright, he ran, and
a jumping over a fence, be kiiled himelf by
fahing oa his revolver. This alseo created come

The wildest alarm and confuslo prevailed, and
famlles of women and children were eos hurry
mi in art a wd wagom to look for a place of
safety. As soon as extent of the danger wasee
aascertained, about half past 12 mdni h, me en-
er werae sent by Mr. eroM•S, president the

Bumble Bee Cluo, the nereset tohe sene of
danger; they spread the news roh the parh
and called upon the military at the Barraks for
aid.

The men on the river assembled at once and

proceeded to the scene of disaster-the sheriff a
going at once to the city to lay the matter before bet

Gee. RItosseo and ask for aid, as it was feared me
the whole negro force below the city might unite a.,
and commit fearful destruction before the whites i
could rally In sufficient nodbers to reelet.

The party from the river gathered the whites
from the different plantations, and numbering six-
teen on horseback and forty on foot, approached
the place where oace had stood the house of
Pablo Felin to find nothing but sntokisg ruins, r(
and henap of ashes--all that were left of Pablo a,
Filin and his son, a young man of eighteen years.
It was evident that the house had been plundered
before being set on fire, and that probably poor E

Pablo and his son had been killed before being
burnt-at least It is to be hoped they were spared
the intense sufferings of so fearful a death.

Articles of dress and all species of goods and n

merchandise, scattered upon the road for over a
mile, exhibited the fact that plunder as well as
gratification of a hellish desire for the blood of i

Great feeling bahd been arusaed against Mr. Ong
from the fact that it was known the negroes lhad t
