Gen. Schofield’s telegram appears in the
Associated Press dispatches, He assumes that
Gen. Roussean will use his forces to preserve
order. The situation is certainly difficult for
o commander desirous of doing his duty, and
of acting in accordance with law, The sug-
gestion that Gen. Rousseau, or any one clse,
has the legal right to declare martial law, is
abeurd. Not even the President has any such
right. The State authorities may eall on the
military to aid them in suppressing revolt and
in enforcing the laws ; but that is an action
strietly in sccordance with law, whereas,
what is called martial law is the suppression
of law. This distinction is not always clearly
kept in view. The people of the South have
m 80 'S A w 2134 5 a - i ;
so used to the lawless usurpations of Sheridan
and Mower, and other commanders, that they
gine tk Ives to be continually m d
with military intervention, in spite of the fact
that Congress has recognized the restoration
and the consequent snpremacy of the civil
authority, Militery officers, too, have so
long wielded power, that many of them fancy

Gov. Warmoth, that the government

which he represents is utterly in-

eapable of msserting its own existence,

of preserving peace and order among the

population of the State ot large, or even of
controlling the wild passions of the deluded

negroes whom Le and the other members of

the same government acknowledge as their

peculiar constituency, and whom, for partisan

purposes, they have wrought up to a piteh of
madness which is exploding ina war of races.

The eonfession is needless, for it has been

clear to everybody that they had no resources

of their own adequate to such an exigency as J
the present, and that in the absence of the

exterior military force to which they owed

their anomslous elevation, the eivil anthority

which they bave arrogated would have no

more of the elements of stability than the

baseless fabric of a vision. Then why, it

way be ressonsbly asked, do they not aban-

don their miserable travesty of a State gov-

ernment, and do the frank thing, and the

honest thing, for once, by abdicating and re-

mitting the question of civil organization,

and of peace and order, to whom it properly

and supremely concerns ? Why, indeed, since,

though reduced to mere forms and shad-

ows for all useful and needful purposes,

this seme farce of eivil administration which

they bave been enacling is four-fold more

costly o the people than the most legitimate,

most efficient and most salutary government

would be? It is needless to defer the matter

notil the election in November. ‘There is still

less occasion for putting it off until the in-

anguration of another President naxf March.

Neither of these events will change the rela-

tion of the present civil authorities to the

public opinion of the State. In the teeth of
this public opinion, they cannot Lave mors
than & mominal existence, Booner or later,

whether Grant or Seymour is elected, the

square issue must be met of martial law pure
and simple, maintained by the federal mili-
tary, or a eivil government hased on the pub-
lie opinion of the State—u government of the

people, by the people and for the people.

The longer this issue is deferred, the more
the troubles of the existing situation are ag-
gravated. The men nominally in civil

authority are regarded, snd justly so, as
immedintely responsible for the present de-

plorable state of things, and they confess their
total incompetency as civil funetionaries
toapply aremedy. Nevertheless, they can de
something towards a satisfactory result—that
is, to get out of the way. Let them stand
not on the order of going, but go at once,

The Republican asserts that our comments
on Gov, Warmoth's proclamation are “ eon-
trary to the usual tone and policy " of the
CaEscevyr. When bas the Cumscest ever
admitted that the government which pre-
tends to rule in this State is anything
else than a government conceived in fraud
and born of force —a government which
is a standing outrage on the public opinion
of the State—a government destined to failure
and ruin, beeause it is not the government of
the people of Louisi and b the
people of Louisiana will never recognize
it as a valid anthority? The Cmescesr has
glways maintained this position, and will
never swerve from it, althongh Gen. Grant
may be a thousand times elected President of
the United States; although the armies of the
federal government may be sent hither to
uphold & fraudulent government, or to sup-
plant it with the sword and the bayonet; al-

tt lves to be the depositaries of legal
power, and to possess the right of
interferemce, at will, in the affairs of
the communities in which they may
happen to be stationed. There is a great
mistake in this, and it is a mistake which
has prevented the people of Louisiana from
acting with that degree of promptitude and
energy which the situation demands, and
from taking effective measures for the sup-
pression of disorder. It must be remem-
bered that the military have no right to inter-
fere in ecivil affairs except when formally
called upon to give assistance to the State
authorities ; and this assistance must be
strietly limited to the enforcement and main-
tenance of the law. It cannot be interpreted
to mean s subordination of the civil aithority
to the military power, There is no danger
that Gen. R u will misapprehend the
position, or resort to measures which the law
does not authorize; but it is desirable that all
parties—the people and the military—espe-
cially military subordinates—should perfectly
understand their relations to each other. If
thera had heen a elosror apprehicasivn O
these relations from the beginning, much of
the trouble which has come upon us might
have been averted.

It has
pever yet done 8o, and never will, He never, un-
der any circumstances, labored with sufficient en-
ergy 10 produce anything beyond the merest sub-
sigtence, excepl as & siave, Little did a libe-
ratore kuow, and less care, that in freeing him
they removed the only barrier that protected him
from the inflowing tide of white civilization, be-
peath whuse waves he must perish ; that his lib-
erty was his doomw. The political privileges ac-
corded bim will gnly hnsten his ruin by increasing
pis iolewess and Gliog him with dissatistaction
toward the humble paths of labor for wiuch be =
fitted. He is told that he sbould not only condrol
the destinies of a great pation st the baliot box,
bat that he is eminently gualified —withont know-
ing the alphebet from o steam eongine - to frame
the orgsnic laws of 8 people whose statesmanship
is enriebed with the esperience of 4,000 years!
Of course he cannot be expected to have more
sense or houesty than those who tell him these
thinge, and he betieves them, and so ia spoiled as
a lnborer. Notwithstanding, too, the vain attempts
to overcome it by legal—or ratber illegsl—eo-
actments, the eocial repugnance 1o the black man
will increase, snd the dieposition to employ him
will be less than ever. in will be the patural
result of the development of his vices and hall-
suppressed barbarisin—the restraiving hand of his
master being removed —greatly increased, as the
feeling will be, by the exposed position of auta-
gonism to the whites into which he has been forced
snd fur which bLe is really not to blame.

Isthmus of Darien. The chiel of all advaatages
to ststesmen of the present d:{é in all conntries,
in that they can take part in constrootion of
this canal. As Americans, we are charged with
e responmibility uf constructing on the Ameri-
can continent 8 higher order of civilization.

He proceeded to argue that this navigation
wust be made a8 cheap wnd expeditious as pos-
sible. The navigation of sailing vessels is coming
to an end, and commerce is confiding the trust of
navigation exclusively to steam vessels. Com-
merce can no longer afford to uee circoions and

erilous pavigation aronnd capes; it must and will

ave the shortest channels of communication,
and of them there can be two, one scross the
Tstbmus of Suez and the other across the Isthmus
Darien.

The canal across the fsth of Suez app!
completion, 1f that channel is enlarged and com-
pletely adapted to the interests of modern com-
merce, the commeree even of the Atlantic soast
will be toroed eastward scross the Atiantic, and
throngh the Mediterranesn and Red seas to India
und China.

It would be a reproach to American enterprise
apd statesmanship that we are thus becoms tribo-
taries to ancient aod effete Egypt, when by plerc-
ing the Isthmus of Darien we can bring the trade
even of the Mediterranean and Atlantic coasts
throngh a channel of our own. It is #o paipably
indicated by nature that all the world has sccepted
it as feasible and necessary. The Darien ship
cenal is the only great work in civilization which
remains to be undertaken,

suppose we have been hitherto either inactive
or idie in this fmportant matter, we have built &
railroad across the Isthmus of Panama, and within
twelve months more we shall have stretched a
railroad across the continent from New York to
San Francisco, These are profitable and useful
only as types and shadows of the Darien ship
cansl which we all know and feel must be trans-
ceéndentally profitable and usefal.

In conclugion, he demonstrated that the exeo-
utive government had adopted the enterprise by
detailing ships which bad been snd were belng
taken for that pur , and assared them that the
president will go forward with renewed zeal and
vigor on receiving the assurapces which they had
given him that tbe city of New York has named
men who will ondertake that achievement and
stand resdy to formsh $100,000,000, which it may
be expected to cost.

He closed with an acknowledgment for courte-
sies received, and said if he should be able to iden-
tify his name with 1heirs in the prosecution of this
grest enterpris?, he should think more hereafter
than ever heretofore that he had not altogether
lived in wain.
