of restoring order at once. We might rather
say that it will have the effect of maintaining
order, for perfect quiet had prevailed in the
| eity for twelve hours previous to the change
of authority. Nevertheless, it was by no
means certain that troubles would not again
arise, as the feeling of the people was une-
quivoeally adverse to the maintenance of the
police organization established under the act
of the Legisiature. The existence of that or-
ganization was regarded as a flagrant outrage
on the rights of this community ; it was con-
gidered to be the creature of a frandulent and
usurping body ; its composition was sn insalt
to the people, and its utter ‘inefficiency de-
prived it of any power to commend itself to
the toleration of the publie. It could not long
have maintained itself in opposition to a hos-
tile public opinion, and its attempt to dis-
charge the functions of a police would have
led to 8 remarkable anomaly—a conflict be-
tween the public and the ostensible guardians
of the rights, safety, and interests of the
publie.

The surrender of the police commissioners
to the demands of the community comes
late; but not too late to avert much impend.
ing mischief. If this action had not been
taken, the people would have been forced to
take matters into their own hands, and to
contrive measures for the protection of life
and property, without regard to the metro-
politan police, The fact that the commis-
sionérd bave sucenwbed 18 eredifable to their
sagacity; but it is, likewise, a conspicuous
proof of the great fact on which we have con-
tivually insisted—that the p t bogus
State government is o flat failore. Nobody
has any respect for it—not even its own tools
and agents. Everybody abandons it—even
its own officiala, Why will those who pre-
tend to eonduet it continue to vex the public
mind by persisting in flaunting in the public
eye the symbols of a powerless and prema~
tarely decrepit authority ?

The incidents.connected with the events of
yesterday will be found in another colamn.
It will be seen that Gen. Steedman has been
appointed temporary superintendent of police
in place of Major Williamson. No better ap-
pointment could have been made. Gen.
Steedman has pre-eminently the qualities to
fit him for action at & crisis like the present,
and he possesees the complete confidence of
the people of New Orleans. In his charge the
police will act with eficiency, and will be
made to co-operate with the people in the
task of maintaining order. This is, perhaps,
the best temporary solution of the difficnlty;
and, in the meantime, under the direction of
the council, steps will be taken to test the
constitutionality of the metropolitan police
law.

A BREVEREND INTERROGATOR.

There is in this city s weekly paper, with
an exquisitely facetious title page, in which
we read that it is “devoted to Christianity,"
under the editorship of ‘John P, New-
man, D. D.” Turning to its editorial columns
we find one short article entitled “Work for
Christians.” Deeming this enough for the
straight road and narrow gate, the reverand
editor devotes all the rest of his space to
pouring down a tide of profane eloqnence to
make still smoother the broad road in which
devils and reprobates travel, and still more
attractive the work which only devils and
veprahates are fitted to perform. The secn-
larabsorption and the political frenzy of this
so-called Christian organ are, indeed, phe-
nomenal. It sweeps fiercely through the
whole field of polities, and gloats over the
most truculent and sanguinary aspeet of every
question,

The CrrsceNT receives a large share of no-
tice in its last number, and it calls on us to say
what is the meaning of late collisions between
blacks and whites in this State, and also of
the death of Pope and Chase in Franklin, at
the hands of unknown assailants, Surely, it
is no fault of ours if the reverend interroga-
tor is ignorant of what we conceive those
things to mean. Nor had he any just occa-
sion to ask from usen answer to this ques-
tion : “Men of the South, you who fonght
against your country and tried to destroy it, if
you mean War again, declare it, not play the
part of assassins and butchers.” We utterly
repudiste identification with men of any see-
tion who tried to destroy their eountry.

slanderous charge which has gone to Wash-
ington from this city relative to the maferieland
morale of the First United States Infantry,
Col. Wood, stationed at this post. It is rep-
resented by ““a prominent officer on duty in
New Orleans,” writing to a member of Gen.
Grant's steff, that this regiment is composed
of ex-Confederate soldiers in the proportion
of not less than three-fourths of its enlisted
men, that, consequently, its sympathies are
strongly *‘rebel,” and that it is prepared,
whenever called to quell a riot, to make the
occasion & pretext for shooting down loyal
and peaceable negroes. Here it is well to ob-
serve that if this “prominent officer” holds
any position in this department subordinate
to Gen. R or Gen. Buch he has
committed one of the gravest breaches of mil-
itary discipline, and it devolves upon his su-
periors to bring him to snswer] for the of-
fense before a tribunal. Perhaps,
bowever, he is a funetionary of the Conway
and Baker order, and who, accordingly, con-
ceives himself to be “on duty in New Orleans”
to fulfill the mission of plundering the com-
munity for his own benefit and of
calumninting it in the interest of his
party. However this may be, the inspiration,
the avimus and the intent of this story sbout
the First Infaniry are not to be mistaken. All
its statements are flatly denied by the officers
of this regiment. But that does not matter
to the malignant and mendacious partisans
who instinetively hate the honest and faith-
ful soldier whom they cannot bend to vile and
wicked uses, just as they instinctively hate
the upright and intelligent eivilian who loves
liberty and his conntry, and, therefore, de-
voutly abbors them. Their real cause of
quarrel with the First Infantry is the fact that
these troops and their officers have not shown
an elacrity to serve as supple tools to dragon-
ade our people at the beck and nod of a Radi-
cal eauens. The intimation thrown out in
the Washington dispatch that they will be
at once ordered to the frontier, has been con-
trived ag a warning to the whole federal army
in the South. It seys, in effect, to officers
and men, that the penalty for behaving as
true soldiers, instead of partisan minions, will
be assignment to a frontier service so distant
and so dreary as to resemble a Siberian exile.
They must be prepared to remorselessly shoot
down their white countrymen in the South
whenever the latter may stand in the way of
Radical sch of rapacity and ty ¥
They must be both willing and prompt to
trample Southern whites into the dust so that
carpet-baggery, and sealawaggery, and negro
barbarism may have foll sway. Otherwise
they must expect to atome for such de-
lingqueney in banishment to some Ameri
Biberia.

But we believe that the contrivers of this
penal programme wholly misconceive the
stuff of which an American soldier is made;
that they exact, indeed, too much of human
natare, and ially of white h nature,
There are some things which a soldier cannot
do, and be a soldier.

Yet such
things it wonld devolve upon the United
Btates troops to do if they should enter upon
the horrid and despicable work above indica-
ted. Hence, there is good resson to antici-
pate, from this time forth, a growing hostility
on the part of the carpet-baggers and scala-
wags, and of the Radical extremists at the
North, towards the non-partisan body of the
federal army as it is now constituted. They
want Mamelnkes alid janizaries, not civilized
white soldiers, to perform the servies of
bolstering up the rickety impostures which
affect civil authority in the South.
