That this eonspiracy took the form of overt
Tesistonce at the same time that the re-

volution in the ' Spanish peninsula was
in suecessful progress, though it appears
to bave been an entirely aeccidental

coincidence, presents a faet on  whish

will, perhaps, turn. the whole issue of
the former movement. The provisional gov-
ernment of Spain manifests a disposition to
concede to the Cubans all the political fran-
chises, short of abeolute independence, and all
the revenne and commercial reforms, which
they conld reasonably hope to obtain under
any probable eonditions of an accomplished
revolt. Thus the chisf argument of the Cun-
ban revolutionists is exploded by the triumph
of the revolutionary party in Spain. They
are in respect to all points of substantial
grievance logically dissrmed. Consequently,
if the permanent government of Spain shall
bereafter pursue towards Cuba a wise and
liberal policy in keeping with the sentiments
exhibited by the present revolutionary junta,
the chremic comspiraey in that island will
doubtless expire in & natural death. Sacha
result would be, of course, by no means favor-
ahble to the prospect of annexing Caba to the
Upited States. But as far as we in this
country are concerned, most of the com-
mercial advantages of annexation wonld
be realized; and as far as the Cubans are
concerned, they would enjoy similar
advantages, while avoiding what they might
regard as serions disadvantages attendant
upon such a relation. The fact is that, in
respect to material amelioration, the most
potent canse of Cuban dissatisfaction with
the colonial condition has been a desire to get
rid of tariffs, prohibitory in their effect, im-
posed by the home government for the sole
purpese of compelling the Cubans to consume
Spanmish products, and more especially of
those tariffs which almost wholly excluded
from Cuba flour, grain, pork and other pro-
duce of the Mississippi valley to be exchanged
for coffee, sugar and tropieal fruits. With
this riddance, the commercial grievance of
Cuba would fill to the ground, and a very
powerful motive for separation from Spain
would be removed. DBut, on the other hand,
