on the 21st. My vrit was extended to the cities
of St. Louis, Ci~etnnasti sad Louisville, where
many courtesies were exteeded to me by the of.-
cers in charge of their great and Important works
and every facility ;as aforded in the prosecution
of my object. The Informaton obtained
has been varihe, ndute and of great im-
portance. Much 4f this is submitted herewith In
a tabular statement of water rate as they were
fooad to exist n the dferest cities visited or to
reports obtained from other places. Besidesthese
general rates, a rg nnmber of specal oans
were takes from the books, pertloularly of large
eonsumers (is clsme), and waere the rates were
regulated by metes These cases more than con-
firm all my previotsy expressed opinilons, based
on observation anV calculation, that our large
consumers were -eatly undercharged and the
small ones burdened by excessive rates. One or
two instances will clearly illustrate this point. St.
Louis gas works saking in round numbers one.
tenth more gas thna our works. paidlast year a
water rent by meter of $1000. Our G(; Works are
assessed, by guess,j500 a year for water, including
the supply of the Oloe. In other words we are
supplying water a 24 cents a thousand gallons.
when to St. Louis t' a charge is 20 cents, and the
property holder alj pays the cost of laying the
main pipe in the sireets. The largest hotel in St.
Louis paid for watr last year, by meter mesure.
,,ent, 86000. Our largest hotel, of one-foorth

greater capacity, ,iald us $800. Similar cases
were obtaIned in •ilncnnatl and I o dusvle, and
the same contrast was found, twe difference
being somewhat I s, as they charge by meter
measurement 15 c•tnts the 1000 gallons, Instead of
20, as in Bt. Louis.

In all the large consuming establishments, such
as distilleries, breweries, sugar refiueries and
manufactories generally, the same contrast Was
found. Most of *ese places a few years ago
ae assessed ma oh lower than now., though

never at our rates, and complaining at
their bills, based an coalclation, applied for me-
ters. They were spplled, and without exceptien,
I am assured by i of the books, the me-
ters paid for Ilves and gave largel in-
creased revenues.

Louis it obtain d partially at one time, but the
error was soon oo oted, and now, by the records,
any pipe or attack.nent, or fixture, however mi.
mute, can be foun with its location, exact des-
cription, with tim and cost of execution. With us
these things only'exlat in the memories of some
old emplo)es, orlby tradition. Without the is.
formation, contrc .over the water supply and rev-
enues is impoesb '.

The Waste of water ia the cities visited i so

small as not t.. enter in their calculations.
It la not estimate•.l at over ten per cent. And the
proporton oed lor public purposes, which is in-
variably paid fl, does not exceed this amount.
The result is, that t. Laeis and Cincinnati, each,
supply near 18,000 subscribers, with a daily aver-
age of 7,00,000 gallons. whilst wetakethat much
for 7500, mnd the city of Loaliville supples about
as many people as we do, with many more maus
factories by a darily average of only 2,250,000 gal-
loos. The two former cities, for the same quar-
tity of water we give. receive a revease of $340,-
