In 1823, near the euastle in Daphine, a tomb
w asu fouad thirty feet long, sitee ride and eight
feet hiab, on which wasu at Ia gray stoae these
words: "Kmtolochue Brex." The skeleton was
found entire, tweaty-five nd a half feet lon, ten
feet across the shoulders. ad ive feeIt on the
breuast bone to the hack.

Ner Palermo, In Bsicly, in 15106, was feand the
skeletenlor a giant thIrty et high, ad Ia 1650
another thironyfor ourt lo.

W ear , in lily, i 1811. was found the
skeletea on a o a thirty fees high. The head
was the se or a hcgabad, and eac of he teeth
welshed fve ounes.

Butthehistory
of giaat during the olden tim was not more re-
markable than that of dwarfl, several of whom
