Recruiting for the Cuban expeditin has ceased
In this city, Col. Gibbons having already enrolled 1
6500 men, which is 1500 more than he wants. He i
alleges that the whole command is to devolve up-
on a wealthy labanese, who is famor as a mili-
tary leader under Don Canoe and Maxmilian, and
who so far has furnished all the funds necessary.
She Intention is to annex Cuba to the Union. A
public meeting is to be held in relation to the
matter in Cooper Institute soon.

HAVANA. Nov. 14.-The inhabitanti of the city
of Puerto Principe and vicinity have united in an
address to Captain General Lersunl regretting t
the depredations of the revolutionists ,nd offering
their services to quell the rebellion. The signers
of the address hope for a speedy pe obe, and be-
lieve that the initiation of the reforms given by
the mother country will soon brin' about that
result. The document is signed by the most
Influential portion of the poptlati u-many of '
the native Cubans, among them Verona. The a
address is almost certain to exercise: great influ-
ence throoughout the entire island, As it is well
knows Poerto Principe has always been consid-
tred the principal stronghold of Republican
Cubans.

The captain general denounces the statement
p ubliashed in certain New York joarnals, of his
baving prohibited the American consul from shod-
ing a aispatch by the cable to Washington, asking
the American government to send a squadron to
Cuba, and says the story is a base falsehood.
The following is authoritatively given as the trae
versiton of the affair :

The American consul wished to telegraph to
Washington that Puerto Principe had revolted.
The captain general, certain that Jhe intelligence
was untrue, convinced the Amen so consul of
that fact, who immediately and vuntariy with. 1
drew the dispatch.

Dispatches from the New York Associated
Prees, announcing the attempt to organize fllibast-
ering expeditions in that city and New Ofleans,
were promptly received here. Captainl (eeral
Lersundi is also in receipt of dispatches to the
same efiect. All neceseary preparations have
beesn taken to receive the invaders. Spanish war
steamers are cruising about the coast.

Col. Quiros returned to Santiago de Cuba from
the insurrectionary district; he was unable to re-
main there any longer, as he was without pro-
visions and the region is entirely bare. The cap-
tain ugeneal has received a dispatch from the pro-
visional government at Madrid approving his
course in every particular. The dispatch men-
tioned the fact of the appomtment of tien. Dulce
as captain-general of Cuba, who was nominated
on account of the receipt of the resignation of
Lersundi.

In answer, 1 have to say that while the return

called for by section 67 cannot be required from
any person who had but fifty gallons or les of
distilled spirite in hit possession on 1st instant, it
Is, nevertheles, importaat to the interests of
such persons that their pacekages of such spirits
should be marked and stamped uas prescribed in
that section, otherwiee, the spitits being without
either the tax-paid stamp or the stamp for sto:k
on hand, would be ia danger of detention under
sectlon 41, and perhaps of esizure anad forfeture
noder the provisions of soctlons 37,. for the fur-
ieiture of all distilled spirlts found after thirty
days, tin packages of more than fivre gallons, with.
out having thereon each mark and stamp required
therefor by this act. Section 'J6 would, in such
case, throw the burden of proof on the claimoants,
and as probable cause for seizure could doubtless
in mnost cases be shown to have extited, the ex-
pense and trouble to which the owner of the
spirtls would be subjected before he could re-
cover has property would generally exclee its
value.

It would be well to make this view of the mat-
ter known to those in your district whom it may
concern.

8rINOTT.--W mentioned
in our J esterday's edition that Coroner Roche had
impaneled a jury of inquest upon the body of
lMr. Thomas Bnnott, who, our readers will re-
membtr, sas shot on Thursday evening last by
Mr. Tim Bayes. The jury met yesterday and took
all the testumtny in the case, which was as tol-
lows:

Jln fhne•ber-bergm r sron--Resides at 2.9
Lafayette street. On Thursday evening, the 11th
instnt, at half past seven o'clock, I was passing
through the Tattersall's bar-room. I saw the two
brothers Bayes quarreling. Timothy Bayes called
his brother a thief, a son of a bitch and other
such names. All that Mite Hayes said was, "Say
all Jou have got to say." At that moment,
Tim Hays jumped back some distance and said,
" You want me to say all I have got to say,"
and at the same time he put his hand in his pdcket
and drew his pistol and leveled it at his brother
and kept advancing, replating at the same time

the words, " you want me to say all I've got to
say." At this Tom Slnnott, the deceased, came
frt m behind the counter and went towards Tim
Bayes and told him to be quiet and put ap the
pistol. At this time the accused, Tim Hayes,
jumped back and cried out, "get out of the way!"
sad fired at the arne time at Thomas eBinnott.
The deceased at that moment cried out he was
shot. The accused, Tim Hales, wheeled around
sand fired three shots in the direction of his brother
Mike sad other parties standing by.

A -ir -We wrere favored yesterday with a
cell by Mr. Bruckner, of this city. who brought
with him several apecimea of the product of
this plant in its various stages. Our readers have
all of them heard and seen more or less during
the last year of the virtues of this plant, which,
it is esad by some, is destined to eventually take
the place of cotton in the Booth, and would
doubtless be glad to know more of it. What Mr.
Bruckner showed as was, first the fiber just uas
it is taken of the bush; second, the ame fiber
prepared by a chemical process: third, thread
spon from this last, and fourth, cloth woven from
the tIread. The wooden fiber looks simply like
lrg straps of wood or vine, and is the Dark of
the plant.

I he same fiber prepared chemically can be
rompared to nothing but coarsely woven cotton,
about 3 feet long; the thread looks like cotton
thread and is very strong; the oloth varie consi-
derably in appearance, some looking like ordinary
white cotton, oaher portions looking like a silk
mixture, others something like worsted. Each
sort may be woven from the same fiber by slight-
ly changing the proceus. The clouh loots strong.
Its wesring properties,however, can only be prov.
ed by experience. The ramie cao be, we are told.
raised earliest m sandy soil and is therefore weB
adapted to this country. Itsa cultivation is by no
meas coaplicate and the crop seldom fails. The
raw fiber - worth a masket 1l0 mets per
porund in rpecie; after it is chemically prepared,
it is wcrth c03 cents. The proceseis expenrve
and long and there are no factories now in this
country for carryilug it on. There is a project on
toot though to erect one in this city during the
coming spring.

At prertat the cultivation of ramie is not very
ez'eusive. But if it will prove a pa)iog crop it fo-
lows as an inevitable conclusion that it will be
generally raised. An acre will produe three
thousand pounds of the raw fiber, which at ten
cents per pound would be 1300, in specie. An
acre of good land, well worked, in Loulsan, will
produce a bale of cotton, worth at the ontside
$100. The difference in favor of ramie here ap-
pears as three to one. If, we say, these fgare
prove themselves true, the plant will smely be
spread all over the Booth. A further staQy of
this subject would, we think, amply repiy ear
Southern cultivators. If ramle is all tha t Ii ld
to be. the sooner it is generally raised the better
i will be for us.
