John William sor•--Bmidee at No. 337
White street, and on the 5th of November inst.
he stepped on the corner of Gravier and St.
Charles streets sad saw a crowd acroes the street,
near the cigar store. Witness went over to the
crowd to sep what was the matter, sad aw officer
Gebhardt, t deceased. sad was requested by the
deceased to take charge of a gestleman named
Mr. Cohn and take him to the station. The de-
ceased at the same time had hold of the accused,
Mr. Blevins, who said to deceased to let him go.
as he was a gentleman and would walk to the sten
tion with him. At that witness anad all the parties
started, witness in the lead on the left hand side
coming up, and saw the deceased and his prisoner
erossing the street towards Union treet. Wit-
nesas continued on the left hand side of St. Charles
street coming up to the station, ane when the de-
ceased and the accused were about opposite Sam's
Saloon he heard a shot. Witness was then on St.
Charles street, between the Phoenix coffeehouse
and the St. Charles Theater. Witness then heard
a second shot and saw the faish o the pistol, and
immediately saw a person step across the
gutter with a pistol in his hand and
continue across the railroad track toward
the smoth side of St. Charles street with the pis-
tol still in his hand. Witaess recognulse now
at the bar Mr. Blevias as the person who had the
pistol in his hand. Accused stood there and
temned msond with the pistol in his hand. Wit.
ness then advance {owar- sae ,oeem,
and fired one shot at the accused, who ran
down St. Charles street. Witness did not mee the
deceased fail, as he was keeping his eye on the
accused. Witness did not notice where the de-
ceased stood when he saw the flash of the second
fire or shot. Witness cannot tell in what direction
the shot fired came from. The accused then ran
down Union street towardsthe direction of Caron-
delet street, and when near Gravier street accused
fell. Witness then advanced and took hold of the
accused, who still had the pistol in his hand; wit-
ness would recognize the pistol again. Witnem
recognized a young man named Tom Houlihan,
who is an officer, and told him to take the pistol
away from the accused, which he did; witness
then helped the accused to get up, and walked
along with the accused to the station in com-
psny with another man whom witness don't know.
Witness then had him locked up. Recognizes the
pistol now in court as the same that the accused
had in his hand on the day in question, and the
same taken from him at the moment of his arrest,
and but two (2) shots out of the pistol, and to the
best of witness's knowledge, it was capped.

Alichael Garen. s,'n.s-ls a police officer and
resides at No. 90 Julia street. On the night of the
6th Inst., between the hours of 6 and 7, he met of.
ficer Gebhbardt, the deceased, at the corner of St.
Charles and Gravier streets, who had a prisoner
in charge. Witness believes it was Wm. Blevins,
the laccused; that to the best of his belief, it was
the accused. There was another gentlemhan along
with the prisoner. This was at the river side of
St. Charles and Gravier streets. A person who
witness supposed to be a friend to the prisoner
said, "Don't put hands on that man, he will go
with you." This occurred at the corner of St.
Charles and Gravier streets. When witness, of-
ficer Gebhardt and prisoner and the person re-
ferred to came up St. Charles street to Commer.
cial Alley, or thereabout, crossed over the street
on St. Charles to the north side, and when about
95 St. Charles street the person before mentioned
made a motion, as if whispering to accused, and
immediately after said, " This man will go no far-
tber." Witness answered, " He will," taking the
prisoner by the left arm. The person who said
the prisoner should go no .farther took hold of
witness and shoved him into the door of a saloon.
Witness then saw the prisoner draw a revolver and
heard a shot go off, and another right quick after.
Witness is positive he heard three shots fired.
The first shot was fired in the neighborhood
where witness was, and the second, witness
thought, was from about where the prisoner
was standing. Witness was still inside the door
of the saloon with a person having hold of him.
Witness thinks it was about four or five yards
from where he was at the time the firing took
place. Witness then stepped out o' the door of
the saloon and saw a man run down St. Charles
street, and witness ran after him. Witnes thinks
the man turned down Union street; came close to
lur about sMidwaj betweenBt. Charles and C'ron-
delet streets. then the man who ran pointed a
pistol at witness, who said, "Don't shoot." He
made a quick turn and got away again. Witness
again came up to him at the corner of Gravier
and Caroodelet streets. The man again pointed
the pistol at witness, who again said, "Don't
shoot.' Caught the man by the neck. He fell
and witness fell over him. Am positive I caught
the man that was running. When witness fell he
was knocked stupid by the fall. When witness
recovered the man referred to was taken away.
When witness saw the man that first ran he was
acrose the street on the other side of the railroad
track. Believes that the man whom he saw cross-
ing the street, on St. Charles to the south side, is
the same who was in charge of officer Gebhardt
at the time. and this person whom he saw was the
person whom he caught on the corner of Gravier
and Carondelet streets. Witness saw the prisoner
locked up that night in the station house. Thinks
the accused was the man, as he resembles him
very much.

Thomasx Ifoidiho, s rorn-Is a policeman and
resides on Common street, near CIalborne Market ;
and further says that in this year, this month, and
about ten or twelve days ago, in the neighborhood
of 7 or 8 o'clock v. M., he and officer White
left the centrial police station of this District and
rent down St. Charles to,Gravier street; whde
standing there we heard shooting towards Perdido
street. Witness and officer White went up to-
wards the shooting and saw a man running down
Union rstreet from St. Charles. Witnes did not
know who the man was; followed the man and
saw offeer Gavin after him; saw the man point a
pistol at officer Gavin. Here a whole lot of men
ran down Union street; witnes ran after the man
who ran down Union to Carondelet street and
then towards Gravier. When st the corner of
Graier the officer was closing upon and caught
the man by the back of the neck: the man fell
down and the officer (Gavin) fell over him; the
man had a revolver in his hand; is positive the

ceeased, Blevis, is the man who had the revolver
in his hand as he (witness) took the pistol from
his hand. Witnesrecogniaes the pistol in court
shown him as the same he took from the prison-
er's band. After taking the pistol from the
prisoner witness raised him up, and then oofficers
hite and Williams brought the prisoner to the

sfation; witness brought in the pistol.
At this point the court adjourned to 6 P. x.

At 6 P. U. the examination was resumed.
W. 1. White scor,n.-•s chief of detectives,

and resides at No. 214 Grialer street, and on the
evening of November 5, between the hours of 6
and 7 o'clook, he left the lrt precinct station
house in company with ofer Boulihna, and pro.

at the north corner of St. Charles and Gravier.
At the north corner Mr. Houlthan met a friend of
his ad stepped to one side a few paces, and whilei
they were talking witnessr heard a shot, and re.

Wit-
neas received orders flta the saper•tendeat of
the pollee force, for wlmess, ia company with
Officers Marks ad ltpr , to tae the t prl
oner sad put him ta aes and prseed tothe re-
sidence of the deceased. On arriving at the
hoeus of deceased, the third door on Rampart
street from asal, the cab stopped there, and wit-
mee told the prisoner to ~et oat. Witnes took
the prioner up stair into the room of the deceased
who was lying at the door. When witess entered
the room of deceased, he saw the recorder,
superintendent of polies, and several gentlemen
whom witness did not know. The prioner took
off hib hat when he entered the room. Recorder
Becker said to the prisoner, "Stand up this
way." The recorder turned to the deceased,
calling him by name ; deceased opened his eyes
slowly. The judge asked the deceased if this is
the man that shot him; deceased looked at the
prisoner, and faintly shook his head as if in
doubt. Judge Becker told the prisoner to turn
around, and again the deceased shook his head,
as if in doubt the second time. The superintend-
eat of police, George L. Osla, told the prisoner
to put on his bat. As soon as the prisoner got
hie hat on, the deceased gave a siekly smile by
putting out his I ,ods toward him. Judge Becker
then asked decused if be was the man; the
deceased then bowed bariseed i t a aeive.

Ge. L. Cain sworn--Is superintendent of po-
lice and saw the deceased lying on the sidewalk,
on the evening of the 5th of November, inst.

x. he thinks; witness then had him removed to
his residence, and furthermore corroborates the
evidence of Mr. Harry White, the previous wit-
ness on the stand. Witness is not certain what
hour It was, as he was a little excited and wanted
to get the man away from where be was. Witness
saw the deceased on the next day lying dead, and
was at his funeral.
Ht. White recalled-Saw the deceased lying

dead at the Turner's Hall.
Frank Grace sworn-Is a police officer, and

resides at No. 164 usaronne, and was on St. Charles
street. in Sam's Saloon, on the night of the 5th of
November, as near as he can recollect between
the hours of 6 and 7 o'clock, and heard a shot
fired while in the saloon. Witness came out of
the saloon to see what it was, sad saw a large
crowd opposite a restaurant on St. Charles street;
witnes believes it is called Fred's Saloon; wit-
nes saw the prisoner running towards him; be-
fore he gotto Sam's saloon he fired ashot towards
a crowd, and, in a second or so. Mr. Gebhard-
came up. After the prisoner fired, he turned
round a carriage and ran into the street. At that
time Mr. Gebhardt came up and fired two shots at
the prisoner. Witness cannot say whom the pris-
oner fired at first. Witness, when he saw officer
Gebbardt, as he supposed, come out of the crowd,
and, in a second or so after, witness recognized
officer Gebbardt under the light. Witnes saw his
arms fall down : after his arms fell down, he put
his head on his breast and dropped down. Wit.
ness then put officer Gebhardt into a cab. He
was again taken out of the cab and laid on the
banquette, because the crowd said he was dead.
Wstness supposed the deceased was wonaded
from the way he walked. Witness saw that the
deceased had a hole about the center of his body.

Clarles Cohen, sworn--Besdes on Lafayette
street, between Dryades and Baronne streets, and
on the 5th of November last, at about 6 o'clock in
the evening, he was standing at his store, No. 13.
Poydres street, corner of St. Mary, and was at-
tending to a customer; witness' son ease into the
store and said, " Papa, a gentleman wishes to see
you." Witness came out on the banquette and
saw the prisoner at the bar, and another gentle-
man, standing on the front of John Gauche's dry
goods store. Witness crossed the street; the pris-
oner Blevius said, " Cohen, I wish to speak to
you." Witness replied he was basy at present.
Immediately the prisoner at the bar struck wit
ness across the back of the aeck with what wit-
ness presumes to be a slung-shot or a loaded cane.

Officer
Gebhardt placed his hand upon the prisoner's
shoulder. Prisoner's friend remarked, "take you
hand off his shoulder, he will go along quietty."
Coming through Cemmercial Place another officer
came up. The friend of the prisoner, pointing to
witness, said, "I want you to arrest that man for
drawing a revolver." The officer took hold of
witness by the left arm. Witness replied to the
officer, "You need not hold me. I have com-
mitted no crime." Witness further said he was
twenty years in New Orleans, and did not know
bow to load a revolver. When we came to the
corner of St. Charles and Commercial Place, the
officer remarked to witness, "don't walk so fast."
Witness aw the prisoner, Officer Gebhart and the
friend or prisoner ores over St. Charles street
from the corner of Commercial Place. When
nearly opposite the Phoenix Saloon witoess heard
two shots fired, one after the other simultaneously.
Almost in front of "Tony's" or Fred's Saloon, wit-
ness believes No. 96 St. Charles street, somebody
from behind sang out.
