' lie St. Paul Press ay : "The clerical commie•
sion appointed by the President of the United
States, to attend and sanction the annsal pay-
mr nts to the Chippewa Iadians of Minneota, has
returned safely from the wilderness beyood Crew
Wing. In the division of their labors, ev. E. D.
Neill and htev. John Ireland took the Western Ri-
ding, visiting the Chippewa cooovcations at
White Earth Lake and at the crossing of Red Lake
River-localities in the valley of the Red River of
the North; while Rev. John Mattocks has tra-
versed what be calls our Minnesota Adirondacks,
attending to the payments to the Indians at oLeeh
Lake, at Red Lake, and at White Oak Point, sner
the junction of Leech Lake river with the Mise-
sippi. The latter has just returned home. his au
sociate inspectors or commissioners having pre-
ceded him by a few weeks.

Bishop Mattocks's first expernence was at Crow
Wing. Ou the night before his arrival an Indian
was killed in a drunken affray, but as both par-
ties, slayer and slais, were Chippewas, no other
notice was taken by the resident magistracy than
the cool remark that the victim was the one hun-
dred and eleventh Indian killed at Crow Wing ina
that internecine fashion-the outer world only
condescending to notice the sassmaination of Hole-
in-the Day. Taking leave of Clement Reanlien,
the party passed Gull Lake and the abandonedr St. Columbia (the site of one of Mr. Brook's tal-
sionary ventures); encamped successively at
Lake Cullen and Pine River. and halted for some
days at the Chippewa station on Leech Lake.
