The following are the particulars of the tragedy

this morning: On Saturday a report was pub-
ashed in the Southern Opinion relative to the
elopement of the daughter of Wi. H. Grant, a
wealthy tobacconist of this city.

This morning about 10 o'clock, as H. Rives PI-
lard, editor of the laper, was near hi offie door,
corner of Main and Fourteenth streets, going in. a
shot was fired frou the upper window of a build
tng opposite. Mr. Pollard fell dead, eleven back-
shot having entered his body, one passing through
his heart. The police searched the bullding.and
found James Grant, brother of the lady named, in
a room. He surrendered and was taken to the
sation house.

A double-barreled gun, with one barrel dis-
charged, was ft.rnd in the room. The afftar
cansed great excitement here, and a large crowd
has been gathered around the Opinion office since
its occurtrene.
