I had mtended, may it please the court, on last t
Saturday, to finish the few remarks which it was
my pert to make in this case. But lince the o
argument has been commenced on behalf I
of respondent, some few remarks and insinus-
tions, touching the character and the aims and
objects of the gentleman whom I represent in d
this suit, have been made in this court. I deem it
no more than the duty which I owe to my client
to unmask the fallacy of these assertions. While
I had not intended to touch upon the legal aspect
of this case m the few remarks which I shall
make, I shall premise them with a reference to the
point at law, upon which my worthy friend Mr.
Taylor based those inferences upon which his I
sertions were made. It seems that he has taken
as true that in the preliminary proceedings of
creditor s•ainst debtor, it was necessary under
form 21 and 22 that the complainant should swear
that he had not purchased the coupons and the
claim for the purpose of instituting any proceed-
ings whatever in a court of banlkrptcy, and I do
the gentleman justice to say that I believe it was
solely because of this error that he has permitted
h;mself to impugn the motives and objects of Mr.
Tucker.

The Supreme Court, in its wisdom, has mens fit
to prescribe what affidavit should be taken by
complainant in proceeding against the debtor, and
these forms were strictly compiled with in this cae,
and nowhere, either in the text of the law or the
rule of the Supreme Court, do we find that it is
necessary for the party appearing before this
court to force a debtor into bankruptcy that he
should swear anything except that he, at the
time of the institution of that suit, was the eredi-
tor, and that he was a creditor for a proper
amount. All the other affidavits contained in the
clause, and which require the debtor to swear
that he has procured these claims, not for the pur-
hose of instituting proceedings In bankruptcy,
but that they came to him in the usual course of
trade.

need by him to procure this claim, he might at say
time have called him upon th stnd; but he was
afraid of the damaging revelations which he
would make; he knew too well that Mr. Tauker
was conversant with commercial transaction sad
with railroad matters, and Instead of making out a
case to this court in favor of Mr. Morgan, it would
be shown that Mr. Morgan was eariohing himself
at the expense of the people of New Orleans, and
to the detriment and fatal injury of the road: that
is what the gestiemen would have beard if
they had called upon Mr. Tucker to testi-
fy; and they cared not do It. Mr. ,Tocker,
therefore, not only as a citizen of the
State of Louisiana, but as a business
man, Instead of confessing motives which gentle-
men have seen fit to charge against him, has every
interest in seeing this road completed from Bra-
shear City to New Orleans. e has no steamship
ltne, as Mr. Morgan has, the interests of which
are that the road should stop where it is. He has
no Interest as an enormous coupon or bond-
holder; he has no interest in obtaining the ad-
judication of bankruptcy in this case, beyond that P
which any businetss man in the city of New Or-
leans can and should feel in all great publio enter-

prises. To offset the gentleman's motive for op-
posing a movement which looks solely to the pos.
session of the road, on behalf of Mr. Morgan,
under this stage of process, I apply this state-
ment of the motives of Mr. Tucker, as a citien
and a business man here, to see the
road once more in a prosperous and
paying condition. If there is any motive
actuating either party in this ase, which can be Im-
pugned, it is that of the man who stands before this
oourt unsupported by one word of evidence as to

his objects, which shall prevaill over the apparent
or expressed moMves of the authority that makes
the charge against him. Then, the commereial
community and the voice of every business inter-
est io New Orlteans is raised Is favor of the action
which we have called upon this coart to take ta I
the matter. It is for our Interest here in New
Orleans as has been well remar•ed by my friend,
Mr. Taf lor, to extend every factlty to commerce, to
open that great region beyond the boundaries of
Texas throughout the State of Texas, to make it a
contribute to our State. In that I agree
entirely with the gentleman. He has one -
way of accomplishing results, we have
another. Be thinks it is better that
Mr. Morgan shoold be permitted to sell out the
road on an execution for $240,000, at the xpeose
of the Interests of other ores5stbf to the
amount of $3 200.00. s that this eourt should

iausa*i•r asete for the benefit of all. Itseems
t'me that the propostions bear upon their face
in the one case a most complete vindleatioa. and c
is the other a most complete condem-
nation: and I say, therefore, that I
have not only admired the eloquence which
the gentleman has displayed to-day, but I
have been surprised at the manner with which he
can apparently throw himself into a case where his
ulterior motives are the destraction of the very
person that he has defended. I had sever et
latened to any address where I was more i-
pressed In seeing the ingenuouaness of the gentle-
man than in the present one. I could scarcely
believe that one who has been so long in the
practice of law, that perhaps has lost that feeling
of partisanship which a younger man might have,
could still xhibit all the ardor and all the prejudict a
Sf youth. I must say, n vindication of myself, that
when this cas was first taken up for argument I
lad intended to confine my remarks entirely
to the law questions at issue. It was therefore
my intention to say nothing of the bearings `
of-the case before the public, to whose opinion
your honor is not in the least either amenable or
responsible, so long as the law remains clear and
undisputed in your mind. But as have been
driven to this course; we have been driven to
take some notice of the arguments that have
been made outside of the law, In order that the
public may judge not only of our motives, but
the motives of the gentlemen who have appared
for the respondent in this ease, and I feel certain
that in this argument, from first to last, the gen-
tlemen have appealed to the public mind rather
than to the judicial mind of this court; they
have appealed ody to the nubile mind; and
their appeal can have o bearing and no weight
with this court.

We are in favor, then-and the motives of Mr.
Tucker are such as to warrant me In saying that
ocr only desire is-that the road may be relieved
from the incubuas which has hung upon it so long-
may be relieved from the mismanagement which
has borne it down Into bankruptcy so manyyears,
and that by changing hands it may receive that
new life which is so neoessary, not only for its
completion but its successful working, so far as it
is completed. There is no ulterior motive, no

fraudulent designs"--s Mr. Robinson was
pleased to call it-lying underneath this pro-
ceeding. There is no great Illinois Central rail-
road whose interest it is to check and destroy this
short line of road in order that some Imaginary
Pacific road from Cairoto the Cityof Mexicoo may
teceive all the trade and all the profit of a Mexit
can connection.. I say this in vindication of the
gentleman. I say it without the possibility
of contradiction, because there is noth in the
record to condemn; because all the light this
court has before it as to the motives of Mr.
Tucker come from the mouth of the gentleman
himself. Before this case shall have proceeded
far, if it is adjudged a backrupt, Mr. Tucker and
those connected with him, will have shown to the
public that their only object is to obtain a speedy
sale of this road; and he assures me that parties
stand ready, not only to bid, if the sale shall be
made speedily, but to contract that they shall
finish and complete this great work, and by so
doie add something to those eanses which are
Snowh operation to make the city of New Orleans,
the second city., not only in population but In com-
merce and trade in the United BStates.
