following , d persons, their ,accessors and
ai.gn ,re•by crested a body pelitio and

r e•na under the name and title of the "*Loan
oPid Amochation." with the powers and

fbta asipet forth in the following article, via :
Alfled tarebhad, Charles H. Poster. Henry KIop-
penbueg, H. W. Eloppenborg, IB. Habewsald, A.
C. Deseavia,. St. . COasnave.

Article 1-The name and title of the said aor-
poretion shall be the Loan and Pledge Association,
and its d. micile is hereby established in the city
of New if rlesa. It shall commence bnsieeu as
aeon usfity thouseand dollars shall have been sub
seebed, and shall exist for twenty-five years from
the date hereof, and any such Loger period as
may be ireated by speinal act of the Legislature
of this 8 ate. It shall have power to contract, sue
and be sued, to hold, receive, purchase. convey,
mortgage and receive in mortgage, pledge and re-
ceive Is pledge, property, both real and personal,
to make and nsh a common seal of such device as
may be recommended by the board of directors
herein established, to name and appoint such
masepr. dreotore, ooeers and servants as its
inthrests pd convenlence require, and to create
and talab proper by-lave and rules for the
regalatioo sad management of its affairs, all in its
oorpal,+ capacity.

Article 2-The object and purposes of said cor-
poratioa are to make and enter into all manner of
contracts sad arrsgeuents for the pledge of, and
to receivp in pledge movable property in order to
premote'the iterest of the working classes who
are out at employment and temporarily in need of
mosey for the support of themselves and families,
and to i slad execute, issue and receive cerd-
loates or pledge of say kind and nature whatso-

ever fot the pledge of movable property. and to
do and perform gseerally every act and thing to
the busines of losanng money 'on the security of
pawn, or pledge beloeging or in any wise apper.

The said assoclation may, for the interest of its
stekholders, purehase rom time td time any er-
tleste or certltcates of pawa or pledge, or other
obigalkits issued or to be inssued by the said cor-
poration All citations, notices and other legal
procees hball be served o a president, who shall

*e appo nted in the meanter hereinafter provided
ftr.

Article 3-The capital stock of the said amocia-
tion shall be two hundred thousand dollars,
divided ;nt two thousand shares of one hundred
dollars iach, to be paid for at the time and in the
manner lollowing, to-wit:

The sbscribers to the said association shall pay
into the dauds of the president. upon its orgasiza-
tion for besies.s, t sum at sewey de•se on
each arm every share of stock subscribed by them,
the alaing eighy dollars per share payable on
deCt at thee of athe company, after fifteen
days aptice from the president and cashier. The
sid cspltal stock of two hunodred thousasd dol-
laur m•iy be, by a two-thirds vote of the stook-
holders, in umber and amount extended to an
amoeas not to exceed five hundred thousand dol-
Laea

Article 4-All the corporate powers of the said
soelaton shall be exercised by a board of di-

rectors,: to be, composed of three directore sad
ex-omcfo the president and cashier, any three of
whom sull eonstitate a quorum for the trassc-
tioa of business, over which the president, or, In
hin absence, the cashier shall preside, or, in the
absence of both the said officers, one of the said
board, to be selected by the members present,
and the person or ofoer thus presiding sh all ex-
erlse a casting vote in case of ad equal divisleo
in the of thoe presest. Tue following
named steckbeldes, together with the president
e•l ceMaber are hereby constitted the first board
of drectors sad invested with all the rights sad
privilege herein speified, to-wit:

Atilee 6-The board of directors shall fix the
amount of the coapensation of all oofficers, clerks
sad employes of the easooiatioa. They shall in-

est t~ prota sad gais of the sasolatio uas
heresa provided for. They shall make sad adopt
by-law,, r•les sad reglations for the proper gov-
erometn t of the association and the trasaetion of
ts affairs, and alter and change the same at plea-
eare; g'roaided. The sme shall not conflict with
the laws of this State, or thuere intet sad mesa-
ing of 'is act. They sall have full power to do
and perorm all acsts and things not herelt pro-
vided for, which may be necessary to carry into
full effect the object and purposes of the said as-
socintin ; and they shall also have power to fill
all vacancies which masyocur in their number or
in the offices of president and cashier.

Article 6-To the ei that the term of service
of the aforesaid three directors shall not expire
stih. same time the said directors shall by lot be
ao divided tat thyshel be respectively desilgn-
ted as the fi•tdirector, second director and third
director, the term of whos service shall expire as
follows: That of the first director to one year,
that of the second director in two years, ad that
of the third direator in three years. to date from
