The steamer Octavia, well known in the mono-
tain trade, huas been cbartered and fitted with
Long'a scraper. This is essentisiy a wooden
massive triaigle attached to the bow of the boat
ty means of a heavy beam, upon which it rests,
with tMe aex of the t'iangle uppermost. IAttaclh-
ed to the under side of the beam forming the base
lf the triangle is a row of large scoops, open at

both ends. In operating on bars the boat goes to
the head of the bar and lowers the triangular ap-
paratuns until the scoops rest on the bottom. It
keeps its head up stream and backs down stream,
dragging the scraper after it. There are sultable
arrangements for regulating the depth and angle
at which the scraper works. The Dresect boat,
not being specially designed for the work, can
hardly dredge advantageously at greater depths
than seven feet: this. however, is a greater depthl
than is generally needed.

The principle no which the tiahclinery is con-
structed is simply this: that all that is needed is
to stir up the mud and sand in the river so that
the current may remove it while in suns:ens:on. It
nianilestly can only work to advantage in tie
channel of the river, as there alone is a striog

H••s aND Bo&Ntc iss. The manner in which
the regular farm laborers on a Nortbuhmbiborlau
farm are paid is different from that pursued in
the routh of England, and deservcs notice. The
men permanently employed on a Northumhrian
farm are called hinds, and there are generally uas
many bhnd as there are pairs of horses employ-
ed en the farm. These hinds live rent free tn cot-
tsges oa the farm, and their coals are hauled in
their masters' carts from the month of the coal
mine.earriage free. They al-o pos-esa a coY,
which in summer is permitted to browse in the
pasture along with their master's cows. They
also receive yearly from the farmer about twelve
bushels ol cheat, sn equal amount of peas, twice
as mueh barley, mad three times as much oats.
and they usually have about a thousand yards of
potatoes in one of the farmers fields. At sheep-
shearing time they also receive a certatn amount
of wcol, and in money, annually, about eight
potiids. Ont of these emoluments, however, the
hand bas to provide a woman laborer or a lad to
wc rk under him m the fields. Thia subordmate in
Nortbunmberland is termed a " bhondager." I be-
liee, bhwever, that at proesnt there is amongst
the hinds a growng dlsposit'on do take more of
their wagses In m'ey and les in tind, and also to
aboli'h the " bondager" system altogether. Some
of the Northumbrian farms are very large, but
folly three-eighths of the land in the countrvy is
u:der ro cnltivationand consists of moors.--[ feem
pie iatx.
