The occasi,n referred to was immediately after
tlhe battle of Fredericksbhrg, Va.

shots from our artillery broke the bridge, and the
boats floated down the river, the meS to be
drowned or to be killed by the deadly .rles of
Barksdale'e Na.ssiulypps.

The 12th
was spent io makisg preparatione for the battle
ou the 13th. the result of which s to3 well knows
to Ie detailed here : suffice t to say that by dark
on that day the eemy's troope to the Somber of
60 OCO, tors, bleedia and thoroughly disorgas-
ised, were crowded in town. While the ett-
ased, the Confederate chils held a counolil of war.

As bhas been frequently saserted, uad never until
lately contradicted, Gen. Lee stated that he
thought the enemy weuld make another attackh,
not beleving that they had seafred so severelyr and were broken up as was afterward ascertained.
