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TEE POSSIBILITIES OF EMIGRATION.

THE MEETING OF EASTERN AND WESTERN TIDES,

The general principle underlying the his-
toric wars of invasion and conqnest is the in-
stinet of brawny and restless poverty bo move
against slnggish and degenerate plenty ; and
most of the peacefnl migrations which have
been known maybe ascribed to the impulse of
over-dense and under-fed populations to ex-
pend into wider spaces, where individual
vitality and development womd be more, and
the pressure of social exigencies would be
less. Hence, the conrse of conguest has been
more often southward than northward ; while
the course of migration, as fur back as it may
be traced in the snnals and traditions of
Europe, has been for the most part from
East to West.

In ancient times migratory movement was
slower than at presemt in proportion as the
means of travel and transportation were in-
ferior then to what they are now. It maybe
inferred that, owing to the same deficiency,
populations, once established in a given area,
tended to an over-demsity, amenable only to
the terrible remedy of decimation by war.
pestilence and famine. No such eatastro-
phes are at this day necessarily incident to
the growth and concentration of populations—
at least among the Weslern nations, where
improved methods of passing between coun-
try and country, and between continent and
eontinent, constitute one of the most remark-
able features of their civilization. Yet, it is
hardly too much to say, that existing facilities
for, international and inter-continental com-
munication fall as short of future attai L
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or the conntry will be choked and stifled by
an incomputable mass of dying,
putrifying humanity. It is to be presnmed
that the spread of the material civilization of
Europe into China would bring with it these
eontrifugal tendencies which have heretofore
marked the progress of the same civilization;
tendencies which bave zoned the world with
European colonization, and which continue
to impel from the over-crowded centers of
‘population and industry in Europe ever-

swelling  stresms of emigrants to this
coupntry. It may be doubted, however,
whether npavigation, with its present

eppliances, eould afiord the means for as
speedy an exodus as the erisis wonld de-
mand. Bul navigation, as already observed,
i8 not a stationary art. It would be far more
bold to deny than to assert that, in less than
fifty years henee, marine architecture and ma-
rine motive power will have done so much to
overcome the difficulties and dangers of the
deep, that a million of passengers may cross,
on the same bottom, the Atlantic or the Paci-
fic ocean, with as much safety as thongh they
were ferrying the Hudson or the Mississippi
river. Atall events, the inanguration of an
era of steam and labor-saving machinery in
China must produce a degree of social dislo-
cation such as will turn adrift hordes of hun-
gry Chinamen—the cheapest and most assidu-
ons laborers in the world—to find their way to
every country where manual labor is wanted
and thrifty industry may hope for substan-
tial reward. Hence, it is not impossible that,
before the lapse of the present century, a tide
of emigration will set from farther Asia to this

Among the aots passed by the last Legisla-
ture that assembled under the Constitution of
1864 was ome “ relative to motaries public.”
This act was not signed by Governor Wells,
but, something more than a year after the
time of its passage it was signed and pro-
mulgated by Acting Governor Baker, Govw.
Warmoth considers this act invalid, for want
of proper constitutional forms, and he ad-
dressed a letter on the snbject to the attorney
general, in which Le propounded the follow-
ifg interrogatories, from which the nature of
his objections may be gathered:

1. Could the governor, under the Constitation of
1864, approve a bill afier the expiration of the
ten ¢ays sllowed bim for examination snd sstion?

The attorney general replies at some longth,
He, of course, takes the facts of the case for
granted, and then, as to the first question he
concludes that the power of the governor
under the Conmstitution of 1864, to sign
bills after adjonrnment of the Legislature is
unlimited, provided that the constitutiomal
delay of ten days has not expired before ad-
journment., His conclusion is derived from
the following article of the Constitution:

b }:nr% bill which shall have passed both
Houses sball be presested to the governor; if he
approves he eball sign it.” The last clase of the
same article reads as followe: *“‘If aoy bill sbhall
not be retorned by the governor within ten days
(=~undays excepted) after it shall have been pre-
sented to him, it sball be a law in like manner as
if e bad signed it, anless the General Assembly,
by adjournment, preveuts its return.”

The remainder of the attorney general's
opinion is so interesting that we give it in full:

The pext quoestion that arises fn this case is as
10 the right of Joshus Baker, governor by appoint-
meut ol the Upited states mutary commander, to
approve aud sign & bill first preseated by
General Assembiy to she governor of the State
duly elected and qualitied under the Coostitution
of 1504, aiter the furcible rewoval of said consti-
tutioual governor from his said effice.

In cerermining \his question we Gave to deal with
Loth lacts and law.  J. Madison Wells, governor
¢lect under the Covstitution of 1364, was removed
frum office June 1, 1mi7, by reason of wilch re-
maoval Lientenant Governor Albert Voorhies be-
came governor under seid Uopstitation. It is,
however, true i fuct that Beojamin F. Flanders
sud Joshos Baker were subsequentiy respectively
appuinted by United States military commanders
a4 provisional governors of Louisisna: but such
appointments not being recognized by the Consti-
tution of 1864, the incumbents named, although

rg military anthority to execats the laws,
could not perform any legislative fanctions, such
s vertain to the office of governor, doly elected
ard qualified under the Constitution aforesaid.

Tue legisiative anthority, of which the exeon.
tive in part, was derived noder the said Constitu-
ticn from election by the people, in manoer and
form therein presoribed and set forth. (See ar-
ticles seven, forty-three and forty-seven, Conati-
tution of 1%64.)

The acts of Congress known &s the reconstrog.
tion acts, did not confer the po;et“ral leglllluiw
UPOD 4Dy PErson or persons appointad by military
commanders. The aothority of such appoiatees
being only Fmtmm. extended simply to the
execution of the laws actually in force, but in no
maiuer invested them with power to create new
and permanect laws, .
