A man arraigned for trial for his life for the
murder of a lellow-belng occupies a position
which, no matter how sggravated may be the
girenmstances of the crime, bow indubitable the
evidences of the prisoner's guilt, yet sppeals to
our inpate eympathy for our fellow-or and
excites onr regret, not that pusishment should
follow erime, but that crime jtself should follow
the indulgence’ of evil passions, and thst to that
lndulgence human npature should be so prone.
The deed mey have been done, the wietim may
have long since been copsigned to earth, or the
weves, the Lereaved ones way have even bagan
