Beview oF THE Maxgers.—With 4 retorn of
faverable weather and an inflox of business men
from the interior, there has been soma improve-
ment in the general trade of the city since the
close of our Inst regular review, bot it ia still of &
restricted character, nevertheless, ss compared
with that of ante-bellum times. Cotton has
moved irregularly st declining prices. Tobaccohas
continued guiet and stesdy. Bugar and Molasses
have been brisk and firmer, especially the better
grades. Flour has sumewhat recuperated, with a
trifling advance in tbe lower gqualities, which ar
still scarce. Corn has been iu fair request at fu
prices. Onts, Bran and Hay have been in mod-
ernte snppl{l‘&l rather better rates, and Pork,
Bacon spd Lard have been in good demand at
tlightly advanced figures. The Money market
exbibited uninterrupted easa, Forsign Exchunge
ruled tn-eguurlﬁt flustuating rates, and Domes-
tic Exchunge been dull thronghout with &
tendency to lower quotations,

Cortos—Btendily wncrensing depression has
been the most notceshle festure of the Cotton
market doring the past three days. Advices from
Europe and the North have been almost invaria-
bly sdverse to the interests of holders, while the
movement in Gold and Exchange has been irregn-
lar, erratie, and marked at %men by decidedly
beavy fluctuations, The offering sapply of the
staple has been falr throughous, bat at no time
heavy, aud in fact some factors have, from the
cpening of the week, coiformly refased to unooy-
er their tables or scoept offering prices. Fora
full understending of the condition of the markat,
however, we would refer the reader to the san-
juined exiracts from our daily reports, viz:

_Saturday, Dec. 5.—Advices from Liverpool and
New York to-day have indicated a still forther de-
cline o the leading staple, while rates
of foreign bilis were firmly maimntained thronghont
in this city and quotations of Gold exhibited a very
marked sdvance. The latter, doobtiess, tended
to pphold the price of Cotton here, and with &
materially reduced offering sopply most factors
have been disposed to exact higher prices. The
demand has been of & very restricted character
from the opening te the close of business, how-
ever, and the total eales sggregated only 2000
bales at slightly easier though oot quotably
lower Sgures than those of yesterday.
