Sr. Louis, Dec. 14.-The Kaneas City Times
gives an account of a horrible affair which re- n
cently occurred in Jasper county, Mo., in sub. L
stance as follows: :

Mr. Turner, of Clay county, Mo., purchased a
lot of cattle, some months ago, of Col. J. C. Mc-
Coy and others, at Dallas. Texas, the cattle to be d
paid for at a point called Dexter Springs.

Col. McCoy sent his nephew, quite a young man,
with the cattle, to receive his portion of ther money, about $1500, and the other parties also f
sent agents. After reesiving pay for the cattle, re
young McCoy, -- Jones, and-three others of the
party, started back to Texas, and while encamped 1:
at Bockbar's Prairie, Jasper county, were fired q
upon by five men, and two of the party killed and U
one mortally wounded. M

McCoy and one other man escaped, and went 3
to a farm-bouse near by. Soon after arriving at
there, the men who had done the shooting, si. 2.
compsaned by three others, appeared and de- S
marded McCoy's money, which was given up,
and then placed him and his comrade in a school- q
house, and kept them guarded until the night of 1
the second day after, when they were taken out qI
by a party now Increased to fifteen or twenty, for b
the ostensible purpose of burying the dead; but d,
after proceeding some distance they robbed Mc- U
Coy's companion of $65, and then began firing at
him. He broke away, however, and escaped. 9,
They thea shot McCoy In several places, and left
him for dead. Be was not killed, however, and was T
found the next morning, taken to the house of a
settler and cared for; but there is little hope of
his recovery. The parties engaged in this atro-
cious ,flair are said to be well known and are real-
dents of the immediate vicinity.

It is also stated, but the report is doubted, that
the Murderers, falling to dispatch the witanesee of
their first aasuasintiondeposited the money taken
from McCoy with the postmaster at Baxter's a
Springs. It is further stated that when a party
went to bury the three murdered men, they found
considerable money upon their persons, and got
into a r)w about a division of the spoils, but It
was finally settled by giving the doctor, who had 0
attended McCoy, the lion's share.

The meeting took place near the store of Myers,
and near this Mr. Alien had been standing in a
conversation with some friends.
