party was seni oot, which is the one first ailuded
to a8 going in the direction of Fort Laroed and
whose trail we pa-s:d.

The women are of the opinion that they wiil all
eue for peace, ai Cobh, since the blow received by
them on the 27th. wonld have come here
had the opening there mot heen held out to them.

T will start for Fort Cobb as soou as the tralus
frem Dodge srrive. M it had not heen for the
misforiune to the Kansss regiment of gettiog lost
from the trail, while en route from the Litiie Ar-
kansas to thie place, and the heavry snow storm
Which redoced nnd jaded their horses so as to
render them on arrival uwoflt for daty, we would
bave closed up this job before this time. As it ia,
11hink the fight is pretty well knoeked out of the

Cheyennes, Thirteen Cheyenne, two Sioux and
;Iruel?trnrnhoe chief were kiliea, making sicteen
o all.
