taxation, exorbitant in gome items, and laby-
rinthine and mysterious almost to inscruta-
bility in their processes, But they do not
believe in, they do not comprehend or eare
to comprehend, the fundamental principles
of economy, honesty end efficiency in the
management of the public finances.

The news from Cuba, though evidently col-
ored by the official censorship, is yet sug-
gestive of anything else than a speedy
suppression of the revolt—or, in fack, thao
any sappression at all.

official fidelity. The corrupters will always
be able to outbid it nltimately. It must, con-
sequently, continnally raise its bids. Taxa-
tion must be inereased proportionately ; and
the higher taxation is, the greater are the
opportunities and profits of corruption. There
is but one solution of the diffionlty. Firet,
let the taxes be fewer snd smaller, and col-
jected by methods so simple and plain that
frand and delinquency conld be instantly dis-
covered apd arrested. Next, let everything
Yo done to bring the personnsl of the civil
service up to the standurd of honesty which
the public conseience exacts in the ordinary
dealings of man with man, It is true that, un-
less there is enongh unpurchasable integrity
in the country to flll positions of pscuniary
responsibility, the case is hopeless even under
tLis plan.
