Effect of the Amacsty Froclamatilon.

The New York Bem—d——m the amnesty
proclamation as follows :

This present proclamation restorea to Davis and
company all their rights, privileges and immuni-
ties npder the Constitution and laws of the United
States, but this does mol restore lhese mannl.:

their status as citi in full
ional dment fourteen, section three,
debars from any civil or military office under the
United Ktates or spy Btate any man who after
bsving taken an oath as a civil or military offiser
of the Upited Btates, or as & civil officer of any
Btale, to support the United States Constitation,
shall bave participated in rebellion against the
same or given sid or comfort to the enemy ; “bat
Congress may, by & vote of twe-thirds of each
bouse, remove such diesbility.” The president’s
full and wocosditional pardon, therefore, only
restores the leaders of the rebellion to their rights
a8 private citizens ; for they can only be restored
to the right to hold an office of any sort, eivil or
military, Btate or national, by a t vote
of each house of Congress.
