To tie Horaosble the Board of Asssttnt Aldermen:

(.rittt,,e,--ln conformity with a resolution
frcm your honorable body requesting the surveyor
to furnish you with an estimate of the actual oost
of repairing the wharves and levees, I will re-
spectfully refer you to my commsaication of the
22d of September luast.

In that communication I stated that the amount
required to keep the wharves and levees in repair,
for the year ending July 1;-,6, would not exceed
$60,000.

My reuason for such a low estimate was a de-
telmination to do no other repaire than those
absolutely necessaury, the city having at present
a great deal more wherves than required for the
present wants of commerce.

The nature of these repair will consist in re-
pairing eighteen wharves slightly damaged in tbhe

several dstricts, and also five portions of levees

ad nlkebsds eikh have svey laO the river.
The itemboat wharf from Canal to Cirod street

needs also a conestant attention; the flooring is
nearly worn out, and on account of the quantity
of beavy hauling upon it a great deal of patching
and reparing idally required.

The probable cost of these repairs, which are
partly done by hands employed in my department,
will not exceed $25.000.

The remaining $35,000 will be required for the
repairs of the sheUlled portions of levees, and it
should be time for the city to adopt a more
economical mode of pavirng for the levee than
shells, as they have to be renewed every year, and
have. since the last thirty years, cost upwards of
$;o0.000 a ye, r.

The area of levee now shelled is not over
ninety thousand superficial yards, and were it
peaved with square blocks, would prove an
economy on the present eyetem of over frty per
cent.
