Heory
Pollard, a remarkably e and iftelligent yonag
man of about twenty ive years of age. Towards
the close of the day of the lIth of May, 1834 the
S oear ringing note of a bugle annoonced the hpnr
for dinger, and immediately after the officers wore
gathered round the mese table, buoyant with
health, aend In their accuatomed harmony and
Poodfellowship-oonditions under which they
there met for the last time.

At the time now referred to Major Pollard was
abeant at Santiago, in Chill, where he had been

i sent by the United States government on a special
mission, whtq• fivolved reparation for the cap-
tare of the Trigate MEex, Commodore Porter,
within the harber of Valparaiso, in the war of
1812-'14, by two English veele-the Phmbe and
Cherub. Ths action was fought within gunshot
of the batteries of the port, and witnessed by
thousands of spectators who crowded the shores.
It was unequaled by any of the war for the per.
tinacity of the attaek and defense. When Com-
modore Porter ordered bhis colore to be strock,
and surrendered himeelf a prisoner of war on
od the Phbbe, very few of hia men were left

fit for duty; nealy every officer was disabled,
and not less than one hundred and forty of the
crew were killed outright or serlously wounded.
Such a number, in proportion, is not recorded Ie
any other naval engagement. The Iasex was re-
doced to a perfect wreck.

During the abeene of her hasband. Mre. Pol.
lard, leaving the entire management of the plan-
tation to the overseers, occupied herself with the
education of her children, who were under the
tuition of the Rev. Mr. Brown, a gentleman from
Massacbuosetts. He was a profound scholar, and
