The new city charter as introduced by the

legislative committee yesterday, is, we be-

lieve, identical, with somb unimportant

exceptions, with the measure contrived and
proposed by the Association of Owners of

Real Estate. If this remarkable concurrence

clnsion of either competent or incompetent
honesty ; and that. in short, the project does
not solve the moral difficulty of the problem,
but rather bids for still greater cunlt:va-
tion, and refinement, and dexterity on the

part of official rascaldom than have been deve-
loped by the present tenure office arrange-
ment. On the whole, the wiser plan, doubt-
less, would be to return ,O the oll system
under which officers weri removable at the
discretion of the President who wxas thus re-
sponsible to the country, in fact as w !1 as in
constitutional theory, for the manner in
which the laws were executed and the public
was served by his execuntive subordinates.
