kapsas is quoted as an illustration. The
people of that State are now, according to the
Republican, “as penceably disposed as might
be expected from any terrified population.”
Chopping off a few thousand heads in Paris,
drowning people by the haondred at Nantz
and razing Lyoms to its foundation stones,
are not supposed to bave been very commend-
able methods of government in the abstraoct,
but they did, for a time, make the reensant
people of the Fremech government “trooly
loil” to Carrier and Conthon. They beeame,
in fact, ‘a8 peaceably disposed as might be
expected from any terrified population.” But
Rol re aud Couthon were not carpet-
baggers, and they might have had some
excus¢ for guillotining and drowning their
own fellow-citizens. Sinee the Radieals find
the system so well suited to their purposes,
just let them bring on their “trooly loil"” bears
in Lonisians,

Congenital donkeyism was never mose con-
spicuously manifested than by the carpet-
bagger, clected by the Louisiana Legislatare,
so-called, to represent the parish of Bienville,
in a preamble to an asinine act recently intro-
duced by bim in the House.

The defense of the provision in the pro-
jected charter, which permiis everything
except real cstate to be taxed unlimitedly,
is that it is copied from the existing charter.
But this clanse in the present charter has
been considered one of its worst features, and
if reform is the order of the day, why not
réform the thing of which complaint is made?
Under the existing charter, however, all
classes of people may be represented in the
council, and there is in this some guarantes
of equality of taxation within the preseribed
limits. Under the new instrument the gov-
ernment is to be administered by the repre-
sentatives of the large real estate owners
alone, and it is only natural that these gentle-
men should regulate the matter of taxation to

THE EUBMISEION OF THE CHARTER TO
POPULAR VOTE.

And now comes the impudent excuse for
not snbmitting the new charter to the popu-
lar vote of the city, that this conrse was not
pursued when the present charter was en-
acted, Everybody of sane mind knows that
there is no parallel, morsl or political, practi-
cal or theoretical, between the two cases. To
make the omission to take the vote
on the present charter a proper precedent to
be followed with reference to the one now pro-
jected, the situation of the people with respect
to the State Legislature and to the city gov-
ermnent should be the same now, in all mate-
rial points, as it was then, It is almost need-
less to point out how great and how vital
is the dissimilarity. When the present
cbarter was passed the State Legisla
ture really did, as it now does
nbt, represent the State; snd really did, as it
now does not, represent, in the dus propor-
tion of an integral part to the whole, the ia-
terests of the city snd the sentiment of its
people. Yetnow we are coolly and insalting-
Iy told that becanse we did not vote, or ask
to vote, specifically upon the charter of 1855,
we have no right to expect and are presamp-
tuous to demand that this privilege shall be
eorceded to us by a spurions and usurping
Legislature which holds by no tenura but
trute force and upmitigated andaeity, and
whieh bias no more title to impose laws upon
New Orleans than to impose them upon
Chicsgo, Philadelphia or New York. Aand,
besides, the charter of 1856 was not a com-
plete revolution in onr system of municipal
government. It tonched upon no preseriptive
rights and traditional nsages and methods, It
did not propose to snbordinate to the interests
of a single proprietary elass the interests of
ull other elasses, though the industry, skili,
knowledge and enterprise among these classes
really represent property value infinitely
greater than that whieh it is now proposed to
foster in an especill manner, and do, in-
deed, constitute the basis on which the whola
capital and prosperity of the city rests.

BUTLER'S FALLACY,

Nothing more strikingly exhibits the hope-
less extent to whichk many minds in this
country Luve been depraved by the glittering
device of the greenback currency than the
manifest inability of most of the Northern
journalists to deteet the fallacy on which
Butler's scheme of an irredeemable paper
money is bottomed. Whether Democratie or
FRepubliean, whether opposing or approving
the scheme, they are thrown by Batler's

sopbistry into an intellectnal vertigo
in which they ean see mnothing bat
an endless whirl of bonds convertible

into nominal dollars, and nominal dollars
convertible back into bonds. What has
especially dazed them is his verbal jugglery
with the notion of an elastic and yet invari-
able standard of commercial value in the
shape of paper tokens issued by the govern-
ment in quantities to suil purchasers. One
of these tokens, according to Butler, wonld
perform the office of measuring eommeroial
value, just as infallibly as & yardstick measnres
length. And herein centers the bold and baid
fallacy which has upset the intellestual equi-
litkrium of so many Northern journalists.
No such analogy as that assumed between a
a yard stick and an irredeemable paper dol-
lar, or a dollar of any kind, exists, It is as
pure fiction as the fancied wvalue of a cur-
rency debt and a bonded debt which shonld
have no p of red ble virtne about
them except the faet of their interchange-
ability.  The tradesman who sella a yard of
cloth does not take a yard stick, or a strip of
paper a yard long, in payment. But this is
precisely what he must do to folfill Batler's
idea of - the commercial funotion of his ine
eonvertible peper money. And the trades-
mwan must do & little greater absurdity,

and submit to a still more outrageous
hardship. For, under BPutler's  theory,
the yord  stick, 8o -called, may

be a8 elastic as India robber, and yet, though
drawn out to the length of a rod, receivable
a8 a legal tender in exchange for a correspond-
ing extent of eloth. Baut, in actual trade, the
yard stick does not change hunds, whereas
money dees change hands. Hence there is no
eommon ground on which o allege an analogy
between them, They are too différent to be
compared. The sole utility of the one consists
in its capacity to mensure length; thesole ntil.
ity of the other consists in its purchasing pow-
er.  And what constitutes purchasing power?
Equivalent value, and that only. And equive-
lent value, resolved into its final expression, is
found to be a convertible term with intrinsic
value. But in Butler's plan there is no pro-
vision whatever for imparting to the money
of the country any quality of equivalence, re-
solvuble into ultimate intrinsicality of valae.

A DAMAGING DEFERSE,

A city contemporary having undertaken the
upbill business of defending the scheme
which proposes to convert the municipal
government into an exclusive and unlimited
bureaucracy, admits that the mnew charter
covering this design contains the most ob-
jectionsble featnrcs of the present charter;
but it fails utterly to assign s decent excuse,
forthose additional, extraordinary and unex-
smpled provisions which are not only bad in
themselves but tend dire«tly to develop with
the utmost aggravation all the possibilities of
mikchief under the existing system.

This remarkable defense is quite enough to
show the wholly indefensible character of the
scheme. OQur contemporary set out by advo-
cating without reservation this buge annular
contrivance for revolutionizing the municipal
government, Bt now itis evidently terrified
at the moustrous size of the whole hog which
before it was complacently prepared to swal-
low. COur contemporary confesses that the
proposed charter is not, in its present shape,
a mensure fit to be adopted, and it suggests
amendments of it in several important partic-
ulars, If the thing needs apology from its
too precipitate supporters at this early day,
what may be expected of its workings when
all its latent viees shall begin to bloom forth ?
Depend upon it, when you see the incipient
beak and talons of the vulture showing them-
selves in the birdling, the grown bird will not
turn gut to be as innocent and harmless as
the dove.
