The committee on Pacifoi railroads introduced a
bill in aid of the Northern Pacifo, the Atlantic
and Pacific, the Southern Pacific of California,
the Little Rock, Arkansas Valley and Fort Smith,
the Eastern Divisios Union Pacilc ad the Ore-
gon Breach Railroads, guaranteelag the interet
on their bonds for thirty years at 6 per cent., at
the rate of $30,000 per mile, with subsidies of
land. The Southern Pacific Railroad les between
the 34th and 60th parallel, onnecting with the
Southern Pacific of Californl on the Colorado
river. Ordered printed.

The Tennessee representatives, Araes, NMlus
and Nuna. publish cards denying any connection
with the theft of the Tenemee school fund.
In the District Court, Bradley having formally

declined apologizing to Judge Fisher, was again
excluded from practice.
