One of our contemporaries is very indig-
nant, on behalf of the contrivers of the pro-

jected city charter, because the Csnscmrr

maintains that the new instrument cannot be
forced through the Legislature without such

a compromise with the Radical majority as
will involve a surrender of the local rights of
the people of New Orleans. This proposition,
nevertheless, is so clear, that it does not re-
quire rrgument, and we therefore shah not

waste time upon it. But we maintain, and

we again assert, that our inference in regard
to the willingness of the authors of the new

project to enter into agreements with the Rad-

ical majority of the Legislature, is logically

justifiable, and that, indeed, it is a natural de-
ducticn from their own conduct. The point

may be very briefly stated. That which the
people of New Orleans regard as the most

tyrannical usurpation yet attempted by the
Legislature, is the metropolitan police act-
an act which deprives New Orleans of her im-
prescriptible right to control her own police
government. This act caused profound agita-
tion among the people of this city, and
almost involved the community in a

revolution, which, we may remark,
was by no means deprecated by our contem-

porary. If the proprietors of the new char-

tsr had been influenced by any regard for the

rights of the people of New Orleans, or for

the public opinion of the community which

they pretend to repmsent they would have

earefuly guarded this point in the instrument
which they prepared. On the contrary, they

recognized the right of the Legislature to de

prive the city of New Orleans of the right to

appoint and eontrol her own police by pro-
viding in their bill for a member of the Me-

tropolitan Police Board to act in conjunction

with the members appointed by the governor.
If this was not the result of an agreement it

was the tender of something which those who

offered it regarded as a valuable consideration
to the Radicals, inasmuch as it involved the

surrender on the part of the oity of an oppo-
siton to Radical usurpation which had once

attained formidable proportions and which

threatened to become dangerous in the future.

Now, we maintain that this offer is equivalent
to a willingness to enter into an agreement
with the Radical majority of the Legislature,
and that, in principle, it does not differ from
another agreement by which half of the ap-

pointments of the new city ofcers would be

conceded to the governor. When, therefore,
our contemporary calls on us to state who are

the persons that are willing to bargain with
the Radicals and to sacrifice the rights of the

people of New Orleans, in order to accomplish
their own objects, we reply that those are the

persons who offered to commit the city to a

recognition of that infamous Radical usurp-
tion known - the Metropolitan Police bilL

It would be a great mistake to suppose that

the struggle which occurred between the
House and the Senate at the counting of the
electoral votes, and the recriminations which
have followed, were limited in their signifi-
canoe to the questions and disagreements
which immediately gave rise to them.
Whether the vote of Georgia or of Louisiana
should be counted against the President elect
was, practically, a matter of no instant so-
count; and considering the contemptuous
disregard of the dominant party for logic and
consistency, it was, theoretically, a matter of
as little ultimate consequence. But the really
important fact, underlying the recriminatory
resolutions pending in the two houses, and
the fussy truculence of Butler and the bilious

rhetoric of Bingham, is that the unscrupulous
spirit of usurpation which heretofore planted
the heels ofCongress, as a body composed of
a concurrent House and Senate, upon
the other departments of government, is now

developing itself in the ambition to bring the
Senate under the feet of the House, and to
make the latter the supreme authority in the
country. Such a development was perfeotly as-
tural, and in some sense inevitable. In
periods when extraordinary and violent mess-
ures had swept away all the traditional or
constitutional limits of power, revolutionary
force was never known to suspend its action
and rest content with an existing situation.
Once let loose, and active, and victorious, it
seems to operate like a blind and fatal im.

pulse, respecting no more the particular aims
of revolutionists than the particular aims of
reactionists. It does not rest with the faction,
the assembly, the parliament, or the Congress,
which has successfully invoked the aid of re-

volution, to say whether it shall continue

to be revolutionary or not. The genius
of revolution is not its servant, but
its master, and, like an inexorable
destiny, hurries it on. Invisibly this irresist-
ible power has been preparing a new parox-

ysm of violence in the usurping Congress at

Washington. Consciously or unconsciously,
Butler and Bingham, Wade and Colfax, and
the rest who participated in the recent

stormy scene between the two houses, are
moving on to the solution of the problem
where the principle of absolute might shall
finally reside. It is a sad farce to hear Mr.

Bingham denouncing the resolution of Butler
as "revolutionary," "as a resolution of an.

archy," "as being as unwarrantable as any
act of secession." Pray, Mr. Bingham, what
have been the complexion and tendency of
the most distinctive features of the legislation
known as the congressional policy for these
four years past ?
