The effect
on consumption, both hbre and abroad, of this
feeling of uncertainty as to the future of cotton
(if long continued) cannot be doubtful. Were
there, however, in the Liverpool market a renewal
of the excitement in cotton this feeling would be
likely to change, but if we are to have continued
dull reports by cable, with small sales, the infa
ence must be very unfavorable. For active busi-
nems we must have stable prloes.-[New York Com*
merclal Buletin, Feb. 21.

KING Covrrow.-The Washington Express says:
" Three million bales of cotton this year, if the
season be favorable, yielding at present prices,
over 1400,000,000, will be the contribution of the
cotton States to the material wealth of the Usion.
Here is a prize worth contending for by the great
commercial cities; and New York, from present
indications, will secure so large a share as to make
up for the dullness of the lastseason. Freights to
Europe will role high, as a matter of course, and
a ere it not for the insane policy of Congress, ship
building would immediately revive. Oar great
mercantile marine, before the war, was mainly
built up by the cotton trade. It can be rebuilt
and enlarged now by judicious legislation.

LIoGHT BiLE OF COTTON-THn CROP SHtORTER
THAN IT SEEM-.-A writer In the Macon Journal
says: " It is little remarkable that ' cotton men'
have made no allusion through the press to the
undeniable fact that the bales of cotton of the
crop of 1868 9 are, on an average, considerably
lighter than were those of 1867 8. This Is verified
by the observation and the reports that come from
the large and small markets of this country. It is
estimated the difference will average thirty pounds
per bale, which, on an estimated crop of 2,500,000
bales, make p difference of 7,600,000 pounds, or
160,000 bales of 500 pounds each-thereby retuc-
log the crop to 2,360,600 bales -as item well
worthy of note by manufacturers and dealers in
the staple generally. The main reason with the
planters for packing light bales this season is quite
obvious. At the high ruling price of cotton, the
bagging and rope, or ties, pay about two dollars
per bale profit, that being the estimated average
difference between the cost and the price obtained
for these articles, when sold on or as a part of the
cotton, by the planter.
