Sewell, sn ex-cfficer of the Huosear brigade in
Tudia, aged about sixty, au Englishman by birth,
and Mr. Louis Lalaurie, of this city, from sbirty-
five to forty years old, and extensively known in
this community, and both holdiog high social po-
gitions here and elsewhere.

The cause of the duel msy be gained from tha
following : Mr. Lalaurie held a note for $1200,
drawn by the Louse of R. M. Mitchell & Co.,
with which house Mr. Bewell had held bosiness
relations. The note fell dne some time since,
and Mr. Lalaurie 'eall on Mr. Sewell, inquiring con-
cerning the pote, as be had fafled to find Mr.
Mitchell. Mr. Sewell declined to have anything
to do in the matter, stating that he had nothing
to ¢o with the affairs of the makers of the bill. So
matters went on till Toeaday last, when Mr.
Lalsarie sgain called on Mr. Bewell, demand.
ing payment of the note. Mr. Sewell agaln
declived, reiteratiog Lis former sssertion, snd
forther explainiog that the iderstion tor

Lalaurie, who necessari'y selected the sida to-
wards the north and psarest the New Canal, from
which direction the wind was blowing so heavily
that it wea with difficolty the seconds conld keep
on their hats.

At this janctare
the second of Mr. Lalaurie walked up to Mr.
Sewe!l, to whomn he tendered his hand, remarking:
“Bir, T am sorry that this thirg has ocourred.”
Mr. Sewell cordially sccepted the proffered hand,
and smilisgly amswered: “You should have mo
ceoee for sorrow.  Yoor principal has done very
well, making two excellent line shots.” And the
parties separated.
