With such a&s these has New Orleans been in-
fested during the past six moutns. The repeal of
the vagrast law was not long uncommunicated by
the professionals resident in this city to their com-
redes elsawhare, When, therefors the scorching
rays of Beptember’s sun were followed by the
mider glare of the soft Ovtober days, down there
camé upon us With & rush sugh as the Vandals
wade upon Bome, the skilled villainy of other
citiea. Fiom Memphis, 8t. Louis, Chicago, Cios
¢ unati, Lovieville, New York and even from Loo-
don snd Liverpool, came men of notorious craft
and crimes, weary of loeg watching by the police
n those cities, eager to bask in the fresh falds and
pastures green of the Crescent City. Cotempora-
veons with their wrrival, came letters from a
dozen chiefs of pollee to Superintendeat Oain, la-
forming bim of the visitatlons, and askiog for the
new srrivais the police hospitalities of this city.
